Tirk-ABD iliskilerinin gelecegi hakkin-
da ne diisiiniiyorsunuz?

Turkiye ile ABD arasindaki iliskiler de-
mokrasi, 6zgurliikler, insan haklar1 ve ser-
best piyasa ekonomisi gibi ortak idealleri
paylasmak temeline dayaniyor.  Nitekim,
bu iki tilkenin halki bu ortak degerler ug-
runa bir zamanlar kendi tlkelerinden cok
uzak bir yorede, Kore’de, omuz omuza sa-
vagsmayl goze alabilmistir, Bosna, Somali,
Afganistan gibi bir ¢cok bélgedeki isbirligi-
mizin temeli de bu ortak degerlerdir.

Her iliskide oldugu gibi zaman zaman
cikar veya oncelik farklhiliklar iliskilerde
inis cikislara neden olabilmektedir. Orne-
gin, 1964 Johnson Mektubu, 1975-1978 si-
lah ambargosu ve kesinlikle ayn1 dizeyde
olmasa da Kuzey Irak’taki operasyonlarda
baz1 oncelik farkhliklar: iliskileri geren un-
surlar olabilmektedir. Ancak, her iki tlke
halkinin da ortak degerlere baghhgi bu
farkliliklarin asilabilmesini ve iliskinin
uzun soluklu ve saglam temelli olmasini
saglamaktadir.

What do you think about the future of
Turkish-American relations?

The relations between Turkey and the
United States are based on common values
and ideals with regard to democracy, fre-
edom, human rights, and free market eco-
nomy. Turks and Americans are so com-
mitted to these values and ideals that they
did not hesitate to fight for them at the ot-
her side of the world, namely Korea. It was
the same ideals that fueled our cooperati-
on in Bosnia, Somalia, and Afghanistan.

As is the case in most relationships,
from time to time there are ups and downs
due to differences of interests and prioriti-
es. For example, the differences that led
to the 1964 Johnson Letter, arms embargo
during 1975-1978, and the differences in
the priorities in the operations conducted
in northern Iraq led to some tensions bet-
ween our countries. However, the devoti-
on of the peoples of both countries to the
same ideals helped us establish a very so-
und basis for cooperation and we have ma-
naged to overcome those differences.

For this reason, the foundation of the
relations between Turkey and the United
States is very sound. We should take two
important global developments into consi-
deration as we consider the future of the

Asya’y1 kapsayan genis bir cografyada ba-
r1s, istikrar ve guvenligin pekistirilmesi
icin birlikte calismaktadir. Iki iilke, AB ve
NATO genislemesi ve uluslararas: kurum-
larin guiclendirilmesi gibi konularda da
benzer gorisler tasitmakta, yakin isbirligi
icinde bulunmaktadirlar.

Ikinci 6nemli gelisme ise tilkeler ara-
sindaki iliskilerin boyutlarinin zenginles-
mesidir. Artik tilkeler arasindaki iliskiler
sadece devlet kademeleriyle belirlenmi-
yor, ayni zamanda is dinyasinin, akade-
mik ve sanat diinyasinin ve sivil toplum
kuruluslarinin énemi artiyor.

relations between countries. First of them
is the increase in the mutual dependence
of the countries. The destruction of the ra-
in forests in Brazil has effects to the global
climate. The SARS disease that originated
in China could threaten Canada in a very
short time after its origination. The incre-
ase in the number of the AIDS patients in
Africa could become among the biggest
problems of the world in a very short time.
The huge increase in the demand of Asian
countries could make other countries to
endure higher energy and logistical costs.
A terrorist group in a distant place of the
world could commit attacks to the most po-
werful country of the world. Itis for this re-
ason that the countries sharing same ideals
and values should increase the cooperati-
on they have. Turkey and the U.S. share
common concerns towards many regional
problems and act in cooperation in the re-
gions like Balkans, Caucasus, the Middle
East, and Central Asia. Turkey and the
U.S. also hold similar positions over such
issues as the expansion of the EU and the
NATO, and the strengthening of internati-
onal institutions.

The other important development is
that the relations between countries are
becoming multidimensional. Civil society
is taking an ever increasing role. The re-
lations between the countries are no mo-
re solely determined by the governments;
the role of the business world, worlds of
academics and arts, and the non-govern-
mental organizations in these relations is
growing. Success in public policy making
would be increasingly difficult, if one mis-
ses the meaning of this transformation.
This is so, because the NGOs are instru-
mental in shaping the global standards, in
the gathering and dissemination of the in-
formation that feeds decision making,
and problem solving. For example, the
sensitivity towards the environmental
problems has been developed by non-go-
vernmental organizations. Important de-
velopments such as the ratification of the
"Universal declaration of human rights,"
prohibition of land mines are all results of
civilian initiatives. Most importantly
NGOs bring participatory democracy to li-
fe. Therefore, as TAIK we have much to
contribute to the development of Tur-
kish-American relations.

How did TAIK contributed to the rela-
tions between Turkey and the United Sta-
tes in its first 20 years and what are your
plans concerning the future?

TAIK is a voluntary organization ai-
ming to help develop the relations betwe-
en Turkey and the United States.

former President Turgut Ozal. TAIK has
established a model for 67 business coun-
cils founded under the Foreign Economic
Relations Board (DEIK), which was estab-
lished by 9 important institution of the
Turkish private sector such as the Turkish
Union of Chambers and Commodities
Exchanges (TOBB), the Turkish Industri-
alists’ and Businessmen’s Association
(TUSIAD) and the Turkish Exporters As-
sembly (TIM).

Over the first twenty years, TAIK held
over 1,000 meetings in a bid to contribute
the development of Turkish American re-
lations. In attendance to those meetings
were, Turkish Presidents, Prime Ministers,
various ministers, prominent representati-
ves of the business, and academic worlds
along with the U.S. President, U.S. Secre-
tary of State, various ministers, Speaker of
the House and many members of the
Congress and staffers, respectable repre-
sentatives of American business world and
speakers from think tank organizations.

Later on, our Prime Minister
Ozal had instructed us to establish
business councils with all countries
with which we have business relations. As
the Board of Directors of the Turkish-US
Business Council (TAIK), we had under-
taken the duties of 7 or 8 business coun-
cils. We had had to change that situati-
on. My friends and me had agreed in the
establishment of a supreme board. Du-
ring a meeting, I had called Mr. Feyyaz
Berker and asked him to accept the cha-
irmanship of the "Executive Board" of
such a supreme board. He had accepted
and the Foreign Economic Relations Bo-
ard (DEIK) had been established.

In the recent years, my friends wor-
king for the Turkish-US Business Coun-
cil have been very successful. In our first
meetings, our only aim had been to inc-
rease the US quotas on our exports of
textile and iron and steel products. In
the following years, we have experienced
many changes. In fact, our primary ob-
jectives had included to create a positive
image of Turkey in the US and to form a
strong Turkish lobby, as well as incre-
asing our business volume.

Now, according to me, very nice acti-
vities have been carried out in order to
fulfill those objectives. More comprehen-
sive and just demands have been put on
the agenda of our relations with the US,
Turkey’s strategic partner.

The Turkish-US Business Council
(TAIK) is proud to be both the first of,
and the pioneer for, the 67 business co-
uncils in existence today in Turkey.

TAIK was founded following an indi-
cation from the then prime minister the
late Turgut Ozal and the level which the
other business councils have reached to-
day is yet further proof of Ozal’s forward
thinking.

In 1987, following the completion of
formalities, the duty of being the Foun-
ding Chair was handed to me as the pre-
sident of TOBB.

As it was new and as there was nothing
similar in our country we decided to form
a board of directors who could work clo-
sely together and who had experience in
international business.

In addition to myself, our first board
of directors comprised Vural Akisik, Cem
Boyner, Omer Dinckok, Bulent Eczaciba-
s1, Cefi Kamhi, Mustafa Koc, Halis Komili
and Temiz Ustiin.

Later the first board of directors pro-
duced two chairs. TAIK developed the
examples, methods, served as a guide and
a framework for all the other business co-
uncils.

As the result of the special characteris-
tics of our countries, the scope of our
work during the first years was restricted
to macro-economic subjects. I believe
that we were successful in our efforts on
political issues and on promotion. We
contributed positively in different ways
and made important contributions to the
large number of US senators, congress-
men and their advisors who came to our
country within the framework of the
program at that time.

In addition to Senator Byrd, who exer-
ted great efforts, our Business Council al-
so played an effective role in
preventing claims about the
alleged Armenian genocide
being approved by the US
Senate in 1989.

I believe that my time as
chair of the Turkish — US Bu-
siness Council was the star-
ting point for the path which
led me to the chair of the
Turkish Parliamentary Fore-
ign Affairs Committee.

The first foreign ca-
pital partnership in industry in Turkey
was the lightbulb factory established to-
gether with General Electric in 1948. To-
day, Ford-Otosan, which is one of the lar-
gest direct foreign investments in Turkey
and one of the country’s leaders
in exports, is yet another Turkish-
US partnership...

We should not forget that
Turkish-US relations are multidi-
mensional and long-lasting. The
unity that started when we joined
forces and stood shoulder to sho-
ulder in Korea grew stronger in
NATO and exemplary contributi-
ons that helped secure global pe-
ace through our joint efforts in
Bosnia, Somalia and Afghanistan.

It is surprising that, even though Tur-
kish-US relations date back more than 50
years, the peoples of the two countries
know virtually nothing about each other.
Such information as exists is limited to Was-
hington DC and Ankara and does not ex-
tend any further.

As a result, we are today experiencing
major problems in our relationship. Neit-
her of the two states has informed its peop-
le about the other or explained the real im-
portance of their relationship.

Turks who go to America and the Ame-
ricans in Turkey are surprised at what they
find. Particularly recently, Americans who
should view Turkey as a strategic partner
(asI do) see it as a country which did not
allow ‘its military to transit Turkish soil” and
one which, in difficult times, does not co-

operate. Indeed, I wonder whether
they once again see it as an enemy.
Things such as Turkey’s structure,
what it shares with the US, and its pe-
acefulness are ignored.

Most Turks see the US in terms of
the war against Muslim Iraq, a war
which they oppose. They do not re-
member the contributions that this
country has made to the world. This is
where the leaders have a responsibi-
lity. Instead of following public opini-
on, they should lead it.

The common values shared by Turkey
and the US should definitely be communi-
cated to their peoples, namely: pluralistic
democracy, people from various ethnic and
culture backgrounds living side by side in
peace in a unitary structure, human rights,
the supremacy of law, gender equality, secu-
larism, market economy, free enterprise,
and individual liberty.

Both countries are striving together for
a common ideal. This should be communi-
cated to their people. In the future, each
country should make an active contribution
to an accurate assessment of the other. Ig-
norance should be converted into knowled-
ge. We should cooperate in the effective
application of our values.In the economic
field, corruption should definitely be hal-
ted and transparency introduced. Entrepre-
neurship is very strong in both countries
and economic activity will boom.

It is up to the leaders to fulfill this task,
and in both countries.

As with every relationship between sta-
tes, Turkish-American relations are based
on mutual interests. The political relati-
ons between Turkey and the US which be-
gan in the 18th century intensified during
the Cold War in particular. The end of the
Cold War offered hope for the future; a
unipolar peaceful world, a clean environ-
ment protected from weapons of mass
destruction, sustainable growth, declining
unemployment, the supremacy of ethical
values, nation states cooperating for glo-
bal management, multinational compani-
es attuned to the global economy, a decli-
ning gap between poverty and wealth and
more. But the promise of a new world or-
der was not delivered. The uncertainty
and rising discontent that have accompa-
nied globalization have led some to ques-
tion the supremacy of the free market.
Instead of, as we had hoped, the deve-
lopment of technology facilitating
growth and reducing unemployment,
it has, in itself become a cause of
unemployment. While the welfare gap
between rich and poor is not narro-
wing but widening.

In the last ten years the Western
World, has seen the threat to its peace
and prosperity as coming from the po-
or, mostly Muslim countries to the
east of Turkey through terrorism, hu-
man trafficking, narcotics and black
money.

Starting from the 18th century, the Is-
lamic world made many efforts to try to
close the gap. But, with the exception of
multiparty, secular, republican Turkey, it
was unsuccessful. The failure of Islamic
law is as an important reason for this as
the success of multiparty, secular democ-
racy. Some of the reasons why this con-
cept of law is unsuccessful are the fact that
itis resistant to change in any form, makes
it difficult to accumulate capital and form
corporations, prevents the education of
girls who will raise the next generation,
and excludes women who make up half of
the population from social life.

The long term stability of Turkey is a
powerful defense for the West against the
new asymmetric threat. And the two fac-
tors which form the foundations on which
Turkey’s stability rests are its efforts to jo-
in the EU and the friendship of the US.

All of the Business Coun-
cils in DEIK are gathered under the same
roof, and in addition to bilateral relations,
they contribute to multilateral cooperation
through creating opportunities for synergy
and a productive environment for coope-
ration with third countries. DEIK’s busi-
ness councils, and all of the 19 years of ex-
perience and knowledge they have acqu-
ired, enable it to serve as a bridge between
the private sector and the state, providing
services across a broad spectrum from
lobbying activities to business develop-
ment. It wasted no time in establishing re-
lations with the new states that were cre-
ated during the process triggered by the
breakup of the USSR. It played a pione-
ering role in enabling Turkish firms to en-
ter this region and it worked to encourage
cooperation with western firms which co-
uld provide support in terms of technology
and financing for their foreign projects.
Within this framework, TAIK played a pi-
oneering role for the other business coun-
cils, and with its US counterparts, it reali-
zed visits to Central Asia and the countries
of the Black Sea, becoming a vehicle for
the first representation of the US in Cent-
ral Asia and pioneering regional partners-
hips between Turkish and US companies.

TAIK is one of the most effective of the
Business Councils in DEIK and it plays an
important role in the promotion of Turkey
and the Turkish economy abroad. It also
strives to ensure the dissemination of accu-
rate and objective information about Tur-
key through its program for members of
the US congress, political, academic and
research institutions and members of the
media.

The relations between Turkey and the
US, of which main framework has been de-
signed by the strategy of the NATO and by
bilateral agreements, are relations of stra-
tegic partnership, and assessing those rela-
tions only under the light of daily political
variables would not be a healthy app-
roach.

The bilateral relations, which had
been based on security concerns du-
ring the Cold War era, have become
multi-dimensional due to global de-
velopments. No one of the facts such
as our country’s EU accession pro-
cess, the transformation process in
our close neighborhood which sho-
uld be perceived within the frame-
work of the Greater Middle East Pro-
ject, the liberal evolution of the world
economy especially under the WTO rules,
and the restructuring of our country’s eco-
nomy, can be evaluated regardless of our
relations with the US.

The US is continuing to support the
restructuring of Turkey within the frame-
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yeniden yapilanmasinda verdigi destegi
sirdurmektedir. Ekonomik olarak Turki-
ye’nin basar1 saglamasini kendi cikarlari-
na da uygun gérmektedir.

According to the US, Turkey’s economic
success serves its own interests as well. Simi-
larly, the Bush administration is supporting
the EU accession process of Turkey and is
thinking that Turkey’s EU membership wo-
uld strengthen the Transatlantic Alliance,
of which main political and military power
is the US, further. Besides, with regard to
the objectives of the Greater Middle East
Project, a secular and liberal democratic
Turkey is certainly an indispensable co-
untry for the US.

Despite all these elements of strategic
partnership, developments related to the
Iraqg War had a negative influence over the
relations between the two countries. The
territorial unity of Iraq, the status of the
North Iraq and especially of the Kirkuk, the
lack of steps against the existence of the
PKK in the region, the situation of the
Turkman population, and the assessments
of the Turkish people and the official circ-
les about those matters and the negative as-
pects of the assessments of the US media
on Turkey have brought the relations bet-
ween the two countries into a distressing
process.

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nomic and political strength. In cases of
interventions to some regions of the
world, it is frequently observed that we-
aker countries may be more influential
than much stronger ones. Thus, the
identity of a country may sometimes cre-
ate a benefit and sometimes a cost on
the global arena.

Taking this reality into account, we
see that Turkey and the US have diffe-
rent identities. On one hand there is the
identity of the US, the majority of which
population is constituted by Christians,
which is relatively a young country,
which has an Anglo-Saxon cultural
background, and which had not been in-
terested in regions outside of
the American and European
continents until 60 or 70 years
ago; and on the other hand
there is the identity of Turkey,
the majority of which populati-
on is constituted by Muslims,
which is the heir of a very old
tradition of state administrati-
on, of which culture is a
synthesis of various cultures
that had been developed on its
territory, and which is the rem-
nant of an empire that had be-
en the most influential player in the tri-
angle formed by the Middle East, the
Balkans and the North Africa.

If they are examined more closely, it
will be seen that those identities are
complementary ones as well. The diffe-
rences, which allow forming an influen-
ce bigger than the total political and
economic power of those countries, are
the most important supporter of strate-
gic partnership.

Meanwhile, different reactions of the
different identities should be understo-
od within that framework. Those diffe-
rences should be perceived as elements
supporting the health of a good marri-
age and they should not affect the strate-
gic cooperation negatively.

With its identity, Turkey is adding to
the contribution of the US to the success
and development of the world and pre-
senting facilities and horizons that can-
not be easily acquired by the US alone.

With its identity, the US is helping
Turkey to be a more active and more res-
pected country, and thus to be more inf-
luential in the establishment and main-
tenance of values in its region.

The strategic cooperation of the dif-
ferent identities of Turkey and the US
formed one of the most important ele-
ments of a happier and peaceful world,
and it will continue to do so.

® Second, Turks
and Americans
should rededicate
themselves to the
proposition  that
the American-Tur-
kish relationship is
one that works best
when leaders, busi-
ness people and ci-
tizens pay close at-
tention to it, inves-
ting time and cre-
ative energy each
and every day to
make it successful.
We have many common interests,
but we have differences in perspecti-
ve as well. This should not surprise
us as we are two democracies. But if
we don’t pay attention, misunders-
tandings appear. Dialogue, commit-
ment and trust come with attention
and this attention in turn helps us
recall what is important. People in
both countries also need to speak
out for the relationship.

I salute you and the work you do
every day to make this relationship
work and wish you a successful me-
eting.

But
growth in people-to-people
ties has been in only one di-
rection — steadily upward.
Hundreds of thousands of
Turks, including some of
Turkey's most prominent
business figures, have studi-
ed in America over the past
two decades. Many have sta-
yed on to enrich American
culture; most have returned
home to create lasting hu-
man connections between
the U.S. and Turkey. The millions of Ame-
ricans and others who have visited Turkey
during the same period have for their part
taken home vivid and positive impressions
of a country and people so different from
the negative stereotypes of Turkey com-
mon in the U.S. in years past. And of co-
urse businessmen and investors in both co-
untries have forged links that continue
materially to benefit the peoples of both si-
des. Asleaders in Washington and Ankara
seek to define an agenda that will enable
our two countries to work as effectively to-
gether in the future as we have so often in
the past, the human capital that has been
created on both sides of the relationship
and which TAIK has done so much to en-
courage, will be a valuable resource.

TAIK: Despite a number of current difficulties, Turkish-
US relations have managed to survive many major hards-
hips in the past. What are the strongest points of this relati-
onship?

LOGOGLU: The Turkish-US alliance has been one of
the most enduring and important bilateral relationships on
the world stage since the middle of the last century. This al-
liance is forged by common values, shared objectives and
mutual interests. It is nurtured by mutual respect and emp-
hasis. Its strength also derives from its maturity and its tes-
ted durability over time.

Turkey and the United States stand together in defense
of freedom, democracy, the rule of law and respect for hu-
man rights. Their partnership is of strategic importance be-
cause it makes a positive impact on a host of key geographi-
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da ve ilgili konular tizerinde porzitif bir etkisi vardir. Orta Do-
gu, Balkanlar, Kafkaslar, Karadeniz, Orta Asya ve Afganis-
tan’da etkin bir ortakligimiz vardir; bu ortaklik, terérizme
kars1 yaratilen miucadelede, demokrasinin yayginlasmasin-
da, kitle imha silahlarinin durdurulmasinda, diinya pazarlari-
na petrol ve gazin guvenilir ve surekliligi saglanabilir bir yol-
dan ulastirilmasinda devam etmektedir.

TAIK: Peki icinden gectigimiz déonemde, Tiirk-ABD iliski-
lerinin karsilastg1 sorun ve zayifliklar nelerdir?

es and issues. We make effective

partners in the Middle East, the Balkans, the Caucasus,
the Black Sea, Central Asia and Afghanistan, as well as in
fighting terrorism, spreading democracy, stopping prolife-
ration of weapons of mass destruction and promoting reli-
able and sustained availability of oil and gas to world mar-
kets. We are pursuing our strategic partnership by mutually-
reinforcing efforts or by joining forces. In such a sprawling
partnership, the degree to which Turkey and the United
States agree and closely cooperate is indeed remarkable. In
any case, the strength of the Turkish-US alliance outshines
all perceptions and contentions to the contrary.

TAIK: This time, what are the weaknesses and problems
facing the Turkish-US relationship?

LOGOGLU: A problematic spot concerns the activities
of a number of ethnic lobbies in the United States that are
hostile to Turkey. Thanks to the resolute stance of the suc-
cessive administrations and increasing understanding of
Turkey in the Congress and due to the

rise and involvement of the Turkish American commu-
nity, the efforts of unfriendly lobbies have not inflicted real
damage. As Turkey's relations with Greece, the Greek Cypri-
ots and Armenia improve, these lobbies will become less im-
portant in Turkish-US relations. There is tremendous po-
tential for growth in specific areas of our cooperation. We
need to do much better in our economic and commercial
relations. U.S. companies should take better advantage of
the vastly improved conditions and prospects for foreign di-
rect investment in Turkey. People to people contacts must
increase, as should tourism. Educational and

scientific cooperation is probably one of the most pro-
mising areas of growth, as Turkish and American universiti-
es, scholars, academicians and students are developing and
devising new links and ways of interaction.

TAIK: What political measures should be taken to imp-
rove the relationship?

LOGOGLU: Turkey and the United States are commit-
ted to elaborating and consulting on our positive common
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ortak giindem hakkinda ayrintili bir ¢alisma yapip birbirleri-
ne danistyorlar. Aramizdaki biricik ve son derece 6énemli ilis-
kinin, sézlerle oldugu kadar eylemlerle de beslenip saghigin
kourmasi gerekiyor.

Bu baglamda, her iki taraftaki
kamuoyu yapicilari, uzun émiirlii ortakhigimizin icerigini ve
ruhunu yansitmak ve yiikseltmek konusunda, son derece
6nemli bir role sahipler. Turk ve Amerikan toplumlar ara-
sinda her seviyedeki iletisimin gelismesini daha cok tesvik et-
memiz gerekiyor. Parlamenterler, sivil toplum, basin ve med-
ya mensuplar1 ve 6zellikle de degisim programlarina katila-
cak genc nitfus, daha sik bir araya gelebilmeli.

TAIK: Ekonomik ve siyasi baglarm gelismesi konusunda
DEIK’in ve Tiirk-Amerikan Is Konseyi’nin katkisi ne olabilir?

LOGOGLU: DEIK ve Tiirk-Amerikan Is Konseyi'nin
(TAIK), Turk-ABD iliskilerine ¢ok temelli bir katkisi var. Biraz
once altini ¢izdigim neredeyse tim gelisim alanlari, 6rnegin
insan-insana iletisimin saglanmasi, DEIK ve TAIK’in bu mese-
leye baglanmasindan 6zel bir fayda saghyor. Burada, etkinlikle-
rini Turkiye’yle ilgili tim alanlara dontik olarak gelistirmeleri
amaglanabilir. Amerika’daki es kuruluslarla isbirligini artirma-
lar1 ve iletisimi siklastirmalar1 da 6zellikle yararh olacaktir.

TAIK: Irak’m gelecegi meselesiyle ilgileniyor musunuz,
sizce Irak’ta bir parcalanma olas1 midur?

LOGOGLU: Gerek Irak’'in énde gelen liderleri gerekse
uluslararast toplum, Irak’in ulusal birliginin ve bolgesel en-
tegrasyonun korunmast konusunda ortak bir fikre sahip. Ay-
rica demokratik bir Irak hedefi konusunda herkes ortaklasi-
yor, bu da hem kendi icinde hem de komsulariyla baris anla-
mina geliyor. Tirkiye bu konumun atesli
bir desketcisi. Ulkede 6nemli kimi sorun-
lar yasanirken de, Irak, Turkiye’de her za-
man istikrarli ve giivenilir bir dost buluyor.
Bizler de Irak’in gelecegi konusunda timit
doluyuz. Irak halki kararli bir sekilde ileri
dogru yol aliyor ve karsilastiklar1 buiyiik
zorluklara ragmen 6nemli ilerlemeler kay-
dediyor. Irakli komsularimizin, bir yandan
baristan, giivenlikten ve kalkinmadan ya-
rarlanirken, diger yandan tilkelerini zen-
gin bir iilke haline getirecek yetenege ve
bilgiye sahip olduklarina inaniyoruz.

TAIK: Iran’m niikleer girisimleri karsi-
sinda Tirkiye’nin konumunu nasil deger-
lendiriyorsunuz?

LOGOGLU: Nikleer Cesitliligin Azal-
tilmast Anlagmasi’nin ortaya koydugu re-
jim, nukleer enerjinin yalnizca bariscil
amaclarla kullanilmasi, Iran’1 da bagla-
maktadir. Niikleer silahlar gelistirme hak-
kina sahip degildir. Biz bu anlamdaki uluslararasi girisimleri,
ABD tarafindan da desteklenen Uluslararasi Atom Enerjisi
Ajans1 ve EU-3'in (Britanya, Fransa ve Almanya) yaklasimla-
rin1 onayhyoruz. Bu girisimler, Iran’1 niikleer programi ko-
nusunda uluslararasi topluma tatmin edici bir aciklama yap-
maya zorlamaktadir. Iran bizim komsumuzdur ve bolgenin
onemli tilkelerinden biridir. iran halki cok buytik bir kulttra
temsil etmektedir. Dolayisiyla bu girisimlere saygi ve sabirla
bagl kalmalidir.
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agenda. We need to make sure that our uniquely significant
relationship is nurtured and kept healthy by both deeds and
words. As evidenced by frequent visits in both directions
and at all levels, there is a strong will to that effect. In this
regard, our public opinion makers on both sides can also
play a huge role by reflecting and cultivating the true spirit
and content of our enduring partnership. We should enco-
urage more interaction at all levels between Turkish and
American societies. Parliamentarians, civil society, press and
media persons and particularly the younger people through
exchange programs must come together more often.

TAIK: How could DEIK and Turkish-American Business
Council contribute to better economic and political ties?

LOGOGLU: DEIK and the Turkish-American Business
Council (TAIK) have been providing essential contributi-
ons to Turkish-US relations. Almost all the additional
growth areas I have highlighted, including people to peop-
le contacts, benefit from the engagement of DEIK and
TAIK. One goal could be the expansion of their activities to
all areas of Turkey. Greater interaction and enhanced co-
operation with their American counterparts would also be
importantly useful.

TAIK: Are you concerned over the future of Iraq, and
do you think Iraq's breakup could be possible?

LOGOGLU: All of major Iraqi leaders and the interna-
tional community are unanimous on the need to preserve
the territorial integrity and national unity of Iraq. They are
also unanimous on the objective of a democratic Iraq that is
at peace with itself and with its neighbors. Turkey has been
an ardent and relentless advocate of these positions. While
significant challenges remain
in the country, Iraq will conti-
nue to have a steady and reliab-
le friend in Turkey. We are ho-
peful about the future of Iraq.
The Iraqi people are determi-
nedly moving forward and ma-
king progress despite the huge
difficulties they are facing. We
have faith and confidence in
the ability and wisdom of our
Iraqi neighbors to turn their
country into a safe and prospe-
rous country where all equally
enjoy the benefits of peace, se-
curity and development.

TAIK: What is Turkey's po-
sition on Iran's nuclear efforts?

LOGOGLU: Iran has under
the Nuclear Non-Proliferation
Treaty regime the right to bene-
fit from peaceful nuclear energy. It does not have the right to
develop nuclear weapons. We support international efforts,
including by the International Atomic Energy Agency

and the EU-3 (Britain, France and Germany), all backed
by the United States, to ensure that Iran gives full satisfacti-
on to the international community about its nuclear prog-
ram. Iran is our neighbor and a major regional player. Ira-
nians represent a great culture. They must be engaged with
respect and patience.

durumuyla ilgili degerlendirmelerini comertce bizlerle paylasti, iili§kilerin derin
koklerine, ortak deger ve hedeflerine isaret etti...

Eric Edelman, the Ambassador of the US to Turkey, shared his assessments
on the current situation of Turkish-US relations and pointed out the deep roots,

common values and targets of those relations.

Ankara’daki ABD Biiytikelcisi Eric Edelman oldukca yo-
gundu. Oyle bir dénem ki; ABD Kongresi'nden biiyiik bir
grup Tiirkiye'ye geliyor, Istanbul’da TAIK’in konferansi ger-
ceklesiyor, TAIK-ATC’nin Washington’daki yillik konferansi
yaklastyor, bunlarin da 6tesinde o, Ankara’daki gorevini ta-
mamlayip Pentagon’daki yeni gérevine kavusmak tizere esya-
larini topluyordu. Ancak yine de TAIK’in 20. yildéntimiine
dair bu ek icin, zaman yaratabilmeyi basard: ve Turk-ABD ilis-
kilerinin mevcut durumuyla ilgili degerlendirmelerini co-
mertce bizlerle paylasti. iliskilerin derin koéklerine, uzun tari-
hine, ortak deger ve hedeflerine isaret etti. Ancak her iki ta-
rafin da yapabilecegi hatalarin, farkli bir izlenim dogurabile-
cegini de sozlerine ekledi. Ontmiuizdeki biiytik resme baka-
rak, icinde bulundugumuz durumu daha iyi kavrayabilecegi-
mizi vurguladi. Iste Edelman’in, TAIK Yonetim Kurulu Uyesi
Nuri M. Colakoglu’na soyledikleri:

N.C- Tiirk-Amerikan Is Konseyi (TAIK) kurulah 20 yil ol-
du. Siz bu yirmi yila déniip baktigimizda Konsey ve uygulama-
lar1 hakkinda neler diisiiniiyorsunuz?

EDELMAN - Evet, 20 y1l geriye, 1980’lerin basina gittigi-
nizde Turkiye ekonomisinin oldukc¢a kapali bir yapiya sahip
oldugunu, diinyanin kalan bélimiine daha yeni yeni a¢ilma-
ya basladigin1 goriyorsunuz. Ekonominin agilma ve diinya
ekonomisiyle entegrasyonu siireci, iilkenin ticaretinde yasa-
nacak bir artisla birlikte gtindeme gelebilirdi.

US Ambassador in Ankara Eric Edelman was very busy.
A big US Congressional group was coming to Turkey, TAIK
conference in Istanbul, TAIK-ATC annual conference in
Washington DC were coming up and moreover he had
pack, leaving his post in Ankara was to resume his new duty
at the Pentagon. But he was able to make time for the TA-
IK 20. Anniversary supplement and was very frank in asses-
sing the current state of Turkish-US relations. He indicated
that the relation had deep roots, a long history and based
on common values and goals. But he also noted that mista-
kes on both sided might give a different impression. He ad-
ded that looking at the big picture might give a better view
of the situation. Here is what he said in his interview to TA-
IK Board Member Nuri M. Colakoglu:

NMC - It’s been 20 years since the Turkish-American Bu-
siness Council (TAIK) was launched. When you look back at
those 20 years, what do you think about the Turkish-Ameri-
can Business Council and its accomplishments - the most
relevant ones?

EDELMAN: Well when you go back 20 years, in the early
1980s the Turkish economy was pretty much closed and was
just beginning to open up to the rest of the world. The pro-
cess of opening up the economy and greater integration
with the world had to be accomplished by increasing Tur-
key’s trade.

Ancak Tirkiye ayn1 zamanda NATO’nun da bir tyesi ve
okyanus otesi iliskilere sahip. O ytizden bu iliskilerin bir is
ayaginin, bir ekonomi ayaginin bulunmasi da 6nemli. Bugtin
karsihikli 7 milyar dolarlik bir ticaret hacmine sahip oldugu-
muz gercegi, insanlarin tiim bu yillar boyunca ne tiirden bir
calisma icinde yer aldiklarinin da kaniti1 gibi. Bu belki de ilis-
kilerimize yapilmis en buytk katki olarak kabul edilebilir.

N.C.: Ancak yine de Tiirkiye ile ABD arasindaki ticari ilis-
kilerde bir dengesizlik var. ABD’li sirketler, Tiirkiye’ye ihra-
cat cercevesinde Avrupa’daki alt kuruluslarim kullanmaya da-
ha yatkinlar.

EDELMAN: Eminim ki bu séylediginiz belli bir 6lcekte
dogrudur, ancak bu iki tarafli isleyen bir stirectir. Yani bizim
burada, Turkiye'de de Avrupa’ya ihracat yapan Amerikali ki-
mi alt kuruluslarimiz var. Ornegin, otomotiv sektorunde kimi
Amerikan sirketlerinin alt kuruluslari, Ttrkiye’de tiretim yap-
makta. Ayn1 zamanda dostum olan Tirkiye’deki Fin Biytikel-
cisi'ne kisa zaman 6nce bu durumu anlattim. Sanirim Trrki-
ye, Finlandiya’ya otomobil ihraci konusunda lider konumda
bir tilke ve bunlar temelde Amerikan otomobilleri. Yani bun-
lar bir Amerikan sirketinden geliyor ama tiretimleri Tuarki-
ye’de gerceklestiriliyor.

N.C.- TAIK Tiirkiye ile ABD arasindaki siyasi iliskilerde
de 6nemli bir rol oynadi. Washington’a gittiklerinde kongre
iiyeleriyle, senatérlerle, diger yetkililerle ve think-tank temsil-
cileriyle goruistiiler; Tiirkiye’de tist diizey Amerikah yetkilile-
rin katildig1 toplantilara ev sahipligi yaptilar. Siz bu tiirden di-
yaloglarm katkisimi nasil degerlendiriyorsunuz? Zira, Tiirkiye
ve ABD uzun yillardir miittefik olsalar da, donem dénem Kki-
mi anlasmazliklar belirebiliyor.

EDELMAN: Tabii ki, miittefikler arasinda boyle seyler her
zaman sOz konusu olabilir. Normalde muttefiklerimizle ara-
mizda biyik ayrimlar yoktur, ancak yakin dénemde karsilas-
tigimiz kimi durumlar da var.

Soylediklerinizin olduk¢a dogru oldugunu distintyo-
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I think it was useful to have a group of business folks he-
re in Turkey dedicated to achieving an expansion of trade
with the United States, because we are some distance away
and some fifty percent of Turkey’s trade, understandably, is
with Europe. This explains Turkey’s European vocation and
European orientation. That’s perfectly normal and approp-
riate, in my view.

But Turkey is also a member of NATO, and has a tran-
satlantic relationship. So it’s good to have a business side —
an economic side — of that relationship as well. If you look
at the fact that we now have essentially a $7 billion two-way
trade, that’s a testimony to the work that people have been
doing over the years. Perhaps that’s the biggest contributi-
on that’s being made.

NMC: But there is also an imbalance in the trade betwe-
en Turkey and the U.S. The U.S. companies seem to be
using their European subsidiaries to export to Turkey.

EDELMAN: I am sure there is a certain amount of that,
but it works both ways. We have American subsidiaries here
in Turkey that are exporting to Europe. For instance, I
think in the automotive industry there are some subsidiari-
es of American companies producing cars in Turkey. I was
talking to my friend the Finnish ambassador to Turkey abo-
ut this recently. I think Turkey is the leading automotive ex-
porter to Finland, and many of those are basically American
cars. That is, they are coming from an American company
but being manufactured in Turkey.

NMC: TAIK has also played an important role in politi-
cal relations between Turkey and the U.S. When they go to
Washington they talk to the congressmen, senators, repre-
sentatives, and think-tanks, and they host meetings in Tur-
key here high level American participation is present. How
much does this sort of dialogue contribute? Because altho-
ugh Turkey and the U.S. seem to be very old allies, from ti-
me to time misunderstandings come up.

EDELMAN: Sure. It happens all the time between allies.
Normally we don’t have big differences with our allies, but
in recent years that’s something we have run into.

I think what you have said is quite right. In the U.S. and
increasingly in Turkey, relations can’t be restricted only to
government-to-government exchanges as might have been
the case in the past. I have spoken about this many times in
public. The support for a strong bilateral relationship bet-

7 gin 24 saat tiim bir televizyon agina erise-
biliyoruz. Bircogu burada Turkiye’de var,
bircogu da orada ABD’de. Ayrica internet
de var. Herkes, bilinebilecek her seyi biliyor,
ancak suna inaniyorum ki, yine de bir fark
kaliyor; enformasyon, bilgi ve bilgelik arasin-
da bir fark var. Bunlar ayn1 seyler degil.

Esimin taktig1 isimle séyleyecek olursam,
bizler CFE’ye (Cok Fazla Enformasyon-—
"TMI, Too Much Information") sahibiz. An-
cak bu sindirilmesi ve bilgiye dénustiirtilme-
si gereken bir enformasyon; onun ardindan
da, is dunyasmnin liderleri ve politikacilar,
kendi deneyimlerinden gelen bilgelikle bu
bilgiyi kullaniyorlar.

O ytizden bu tiirden etkinliklerin iliskile-
rimizi desteklemek acisindan son derece
6nemli ve yararli oldugunu distiniiyorum.
Hatta, iliskilerimizin desteklenmesi acisin-
dan zaruri oldugunu da séyleyebilirim, ¢tin-
ka Turkiye’'nin ¢ok saliniml bir demokrasi-
si var. Kamuoyu destegi olmadan —burada
kamuoyu derken yalnizca kamuoyu yokla-
malarini kastetmiyorum, toplumsal 6rgtitle-
ri, sivil toplum kuruluslarini, ¢esitli mesleklerden temsilcileri
de buna dahil ediyorum — uzun vadede gticli iliskilere sahip
olmamiz imkansizlasacaktir.

N. C.: Tiurk-Amerikan iliskilerinin ileri tasinmasi icin, size
gore ne gibi meydanlarm kesfedilmesi gerekiyor?

Edelman: Kongre buinyesindeki Turkiye-Kafkasya etkin
bir konumda, ayrica ABD Kongresi Tiirkiye Dostluk Grubu
da diizenlendi ve ¢alismalarina bashyor. Alman Marshall Fo-
nu Projesi ile birlikte ¢alisiyor olacak ve ABD ile Ttirkiye ara-
sinda daha 6nce sahip olduklarimizdan niteliksel acidan fark-
Ii bir dizeyde Kongre baglantisi saglayacak. Bunun cok
6nemli ve faydali oldugunu dustintiyorum. Bundan ¢ok da
uzun sayllmayacak bir stire 6énce Savunma Bakani Rums-
feld’le konustum; bana soyledigi seylerden biri, 1960’ yillar-
da hentiz Kongre’nin genc bir tiyesiyken, Ttrkiye nin iyi bir
dostu oldugu ve Turkiye’ye dontk cok olumlu egilimler i¢in-
de olduguydu. Daha 1960’larda bu gortse sahip oldugu icin,
Kongre icinde oldukga yalniz bir konumda kalmis. Bugtin
Kongre’de bu dustinceleri paylasan 50 kisilik bir grup var ve
bu rakam giderek biytiyor.

ween the United States and Turkey cannot just be the pro-
vince of US government bureaucrats. There also has to be
participation from people in the business community, pe-
ople in political life who are elected officials, and by mem-
bers of the media. It’s always good to promote that kind of
understanding through meetings that give the opportunity
for people to exchange ideas with one another. Sometimes
I think people mistakenly believe that in the modern world,
where there is so much information available, maybe there
is less need for that kind of activity than there was in the
past. In a way, it has never been so "easy" for people in the
United States to find out what's happening here in Turkey
or vice-versa. I think that is an easy sort of an assumption,
because we have 24-hour, 7-day all-news television networks.
Alot of them are here in Turkey and a lot in the United Sta-
tes. We also have the internet. Everybody
knows everything there is to know, but
there is a difference, I believe, between
information, knowledge and wisdom.
Those are not the same thing.

We have what my wife calls TMI - Too
Much Information. But that information
needs to be digested and turned into
knowledge, and then ultimately political
and business leaders use that knowledge
with the wisdom that comes through ex-
perience.

So I think these kinds of activities are
extremely important and very useful to
support the relationship. In fact, it's ne-
cessary to support the relationship, beca-
use Turkey is a very vibrant democracy.
Without public support - and I don't just
mean public support as measured in
public opinion polls, but also in terms of
social organizations, NGOs, and repre-
sentatives of different professions — it will
be impossible to maintain our strong re-
lationship in the long run.

NMC: What are the avenues in your
mind that are needed to be explored
that can develop Turkish-American rela-
tions further?

EDELMAN: There is an active Turkey caucus in our
Congress, and Turkey has also arranged and launched a US
congressional study group on Turkey. It will be working to-
gether with the German Marshall Fund Project, and it will
provide congressional contact between the United States
and Turkey at a qualitatively different level than we had be-
fore. I think that's a useful and important thing. I was tal-
king actually not too long ago to Secretary Rumsfeld, and
one of the things he said to me was that when he was a mem-
ber of the Congress — a very young member of the Congress
in the 1960s - he was actually a good friend of Turkey and
very positively inclined to Turkey. He was also pretty lonely
in the US Congress in the 1960s because he had that view.
Today there are over 50 members of the Congress in this
group, and it is growing all the time.

It's very important that we have here on the Turkish si-
de in the Turkish Grand National Assembly the U.S.-Tur-
kish Parliamentary Friendship group, which has been quite
active. That should be encouraged. We're going to have qu-
ite a few members of Congress in both Istanbul and Ankara

N.C.: Bu goriisiiniizii tamamlamak acisindan; Amerikan
hiikiimetinin Tirk kamuoyuna
doniik, kendisini daha iyi anlama-
s1 yoniinde bir seyler yapmasi ge-
rektigini diisiiniiyor musunuz? Ya
da tam tersini. Tiirk hitkkiimetinin
ABD’de daha cok PR calismasi
yapip, sokaktaki insana kimi so-
runlarla ilgili Tiirkiye’nin konu-
munu anlatmasi gerektigini?

Edelman: Evet birincisi, ge-
nelde kamuoyu diplomasisi anla-
minda bizler Birlesik Devlet-
ler’de elimizden gelenin en iyi-
sini yapiyoruz diye dusintyo-
rum. Gerek Baskan Bush, gerek-
se Bakan Rice ve Baskan Yardimcisi Cheney’in bununla ya-
kindan ilgilendigini biliyorum.

Oldukga iyimserim ve Bakan Rice’in kamuoyu diplomasi-
sinde olusan sorunlar ele alacak cok yetenekli bir ekip olus-
turdugunu, bugiine kadarki yaklasimlarimizda belirmis kimi
eksikleri dizeltecegini diisiniyorum.

Gelecek hakkinda da iyimserim, ancak tiim bunlarin bas-
langic1 i¢in her iki hiikiimetin de bunu kamuoyuna siklikla
hatirlatmasi gerekiyor diye distntyorum. Her tlke kamu-
oyunda su ya da bu sekilde gelismis elestiri 6geleri, digerine
gore belli bir yer kaplar. Kanimca, belli konularda dénem do-
nem kimi anlasmazliklarimiz olsa da, bizleri birlestiren nok-
tanin bu anlasmazlik ¢ikaran meselelerden ¢cok daha genis ol-
dugu mesajini birbirimize iletebilmeliyiz. Bu meselelerin biz-
leri bolmesine izin verilmemeli.

Iste bu sekilde Tiirk-ABD iliskilerine daha genis bir sekil-
de bakildiginda, Balkanlar’daki istikrarin 6énemine dair ge-
nel bir goriise ulastyoruz. Bunu saglayabilmek i¢in birlikte ca-
listik. Ayni sekilde Taliban sonras1 Afganistan’a getirilecek is-
tikrarin 6nemi gibi genel bir gortise daha ulastyoruz. Burada
da cok yakin bir ¢calismamiz oldu. Turkiye, Kabil’deki Ulusla-
rarast Guivenlik Destegi Gucleri’nin komutanhgini iki kez tist-
lenerek biytk katkida bulundu. Iki tarafin da inanci o ki,
Tirkiye Kafkaslar yoluyla gelecek Orta Asya petrolinin ve
dogudan batiya gecisin bir enerji koridoru haline geliyor.

Yine, Kibris sorununa adil ve stirekli bir ¢6ztim bulma ih-
tiyacinin, iki toplumlu iki bolgeli yaklasitmlardan gectigi yo-
ninde de ortak bir goruse sahibiz. Benzer sekilde, Filistin’le
Israil arasimda adil ve uzun siireli bir barisa ihtiya¢ oldugu ko-
nusunda da ortaklastyoruz. Basbakan’in yakin gec¢miste ger-
ceklestirdigi ziyarete dayanarak, Israil bagbakan1 Sharon’un
ileri adim atabilmek icin 6nerdigi baglantilar1 kesme plani-

around the time of the meeting we are going to have on Ju-
ne 2 in Istanbul. Some of them are going to Cyprus. There
is definitely going to be a lot of activity again, and that's mo-
re evidence of the importance of organizations like this in
providing an opportunity for more contact. The more con-
tact the better, because we're dealing with very complicated
issues. The more people have a chance to hear from one
another and understand the perspectives that other people
bring to bear on the issues, the better off the relationship
will be.

NMC - To complement that view, do you think the Ame-
rican government needs to do something to get the Turkish
public to understand it better? Or vice-versa. The Turkish
government has to do more PR work in the U.S. in getting
the simple man on the street in the US to understand Tur-
key's position on many issues?

EDELMAN: Well first of all,
I think we in the United States
have not done as good a job as
we should be doing in public
diplomacy in general. I know
this is something that Secretary
Rice, President Bush, and Vice
President Cheney are very con-
cerned about.

I am very optimistic, and I
think Secretary Rice is putting
together a very capable team to
take on the challenge in public
diplomacy and in correcting so-
me of the deficits we have had
in our approach so far.

I'm optimistic for the future, but I think the beginning
of all this is for the governments on both sides to constantly
remind the publics. In any country there will be elements in
the public that have this criticism or that criticism with re-
gard to the other. I think we need to both send a message
that while we may have disagreements with one another
from time to time on specific issues; the things that unite us
are much broader than those issues on which we disagree.
Those issues cannot be allowed to divide us.

So when we look at the Turkish-US relationship more
broadly, we have a common view of the importance of stabi-
lity in the Balkans. We have worked together to achieve
that. We have a common view of the importance of bringing
stability to post-Taliban Afghanistan. We have worked clo-
sely together there. Turkey has made a major contribution
by twice taking the command in the International Security
Assistance Force in Kabul. We both believe that Turkey sho-
uld be an energy corridor for oil from Central Asia through
the Caucasus, and from east to west via Turkey.

We have a common view that there needs to be a just
and lasting solution to the Cyprus question based on a bi-
communal and bi-zonal approach. We have a common view
that there needs to be a just and long-lasting peace between
Palestinians and Israelis. I think that, based on the Prime
Minister's recent visit, that there is a common view on the
importance of completing the disengagement that prime
minister Sharon has proposed as a way forward. So we have
lots of issues in common, and I think we have a common vi-
ew about the Broader Middle East, which is a region in dire
need of reform and democratization. We agree that it must
come from the people and not be imposed by others from

N.C.: Tirk-ABD Is Konseyi 20. yim doldurur-
ken, siz de Tiirkiye’deki gorevinizi tamamlamak iize-
resiniz. Tirkiye’yi terk ederken ne tiirden duygulara
sahipsiniz?

Edelman: Evet, bu konuda karmasik duygularim
var. Esim, ben ve cocuklarim her seyden 6nce, bura-
da bulundugumuz iki y1l boyunca gelistirdigimiz bir-
cok dostlugu arkamizda birakiyoruz.

Ama ayn1 zamanda Ege sahillerini gezme sansin1 da yaka-
ladik. Cesme’de, Bodrum’da ve Akdeniz’de — Antalya’da da
bulunduk.

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the outside. We are both willing to make our own experien-
ces and our own assistance available to those who do want
to bring change. That's one reason why Turkey was invited
as a partner to the G-8 summit by President Bush last year,
where Turkey was involved in democracy assistance dialo-
gue. So we have a lot of things on which we agree.

Even when we have disagreements like Iraq, our disagre-
ements tend to be tactical rather than strategic. Our strategic
objective remains a future for Iraq that will be determined by
Iraqis. It should lead to a politically unified Iraq with its terri-
torial integrity intact. We were both pleased to see the electi-
on process, which was a big success. The interim Iraqi transi-
tional government is emerging, and I think that the com-
ments that the Prime Minister made at the meeting of the ne-
ighboring states over the weekend indicate that we have a
common view about what Iraq's future should be. We may ha-
ve some disagreements from ti-
me to time on how we get there,
but even on Iraq the objectives
remain quite common.

NMC - As the Turkish-US Bu-
siness Council is completing its
20th year, you are about to
complete your mission in Tur-
key. How do you leave Turkey?
What sort of feelings do you ha-
ve?

EDELMAN: Well I have mi-
xed feelings about this. My wife
and children and I will be le-
aving behind, first of all, lots of
friends we made in the course of
the two years we have been here.
Our experience when leaving a
foreign service post is that we
will miss most the people who
we have been associated with. I
have the privilege to work with
some very capable professional
Turkish public servants, and al-
so many private citizens who we
find quite friendly. So that'll be
the hardest part.

We also have lots of fine me-
mories from various places that we have been in Turkey,
because in two short years we have managed to get around
quite a bit. My kids will very much miss going to Istanbul.
They love going to Istanbul. But we also had a chance to vi-
sit the Aegean cost. We've been to Cesme, Bodrum, and the
Mediterranean — Antalya. We've been to part of the southe-
ast — Gaziantep, Urfa, Nemrut Dagi. We've been across to
Cappadocia and the Black Sea coast, though we didn’t get
quite as far as we would have liked. We got to Giresun, but
did not get all the way to Trabzon. But we figured there are
a few things that we had to leave in order to give us a good
reason to come back.

NMC - And we hope that you'll come back soon.

EDELMAN: I think it's almost a certainty that I'll be
back.

NMC: So in future, we'll have in the Pentagon a good
number of people who know Turkey very well.

EDELMAN: Well, you’ll have at least one more.

NC: Well, have a safe journey.

Soner Cagaptay, Director of the Turkish Research Program of the Washington Institute, evaluates

Turkish-US relations, the future of those relations, the new world order approach of the US and

Turkey's position with respect to this approach.

ABD-Tiirkiye iliskileri nereden nereye geldi? 1950'ler-
den bu yana ulastig: diizeyi nasil degerlendiriyorsunuz?

Tirk-Amerikan iliskilerinin, Soguk Savas’in baslamasin-
dan bu yana, Ttrkiye’'nin NATO’ya girmesiyle baslayan sti-
recte cok kuwvetli bir zemini vardi. O da Sovyetler Birligi'ne
kars1 ortak bir cepheydi. Daha dogrusu Sovyetler Birligi'nin
disaridan cevrelenmesi i¢in Turkiye ABD i¢in ¢ok énemli bir
mittefikti. NATO’nun Giineydogu kanadinin en énemli tilke-
si olarak adlandirilirdi. Sovyet Rusya’nin hem Bogazlardan Ak-
deniz’e ctkmasinin hem de Orta Dogu’ya erismesinin 6éntinde-
ki en biiytik engel Turkiye’ydi.

Ayrica hem NATO’da, hem de Bbati diinyasinda olan yer
alan, Sovyetler Birligi'ne komsu iki tilkeden biriydi. Digeri de
Norvec’tir. Bu nedenlerden dolayr Turkiye ABD icin ¢ok
6nemli bir tlkeydiydi. Tabii bu 6nem ABD’nin géztinde Sov-
yetler Birligi yasadig stirece devam etti.

Between Turkey and the US, there is a strong network
of economic and political relations established in 1950’s.
Despite crises experienced from time to time, relations
between the two countries continue to
develop from the previously reached
levels. Especially in the current period
and concerning the accession negoti-
ations with the EU, Turkey, a strong
ally of the US, has been supported by
that country.

Soner Cagaptay has assessed Tur-
kish-American relations, the future of
these relations, the new world order
approach of the US and Turkey’s positi-
on within the context of that approach:

How did US-Turkish relations develop? How do you eva-
luate the level that has been reached since 1950’s?

Turkish-US relations had had a very strong basis since the
beginning of the Cold War and during the process initiated
by Turkey’s entry to the NATO. That had been the common
front against the Soviet Union. With regard to the contain-
ment of the Soviet Union, Turkey had been a very important
ally for the US. It had been seen as the most important co-
untry of the southeastern wing of the NATO. The most im-
portant obstacle between the Soviet Russia and the Mediter-
ranean Sea and the Middle East region had been Turkey.

Oncelikle sunu tespit etmek lazim. 1990’larda Irak iliskile-
rin tek dinamigi degildi. Baska dinamikler de vardi. C)rnegin
BukitiBaki-Ceyhan boru hatti ve enerji koridoru meselesi. Ttir-
kiye’de bizim su anda cok uizerinde durmadigimiz, ama cok
6nemli bir mesele bu. Ciinkii gerek Bati1 diinyasinin enerji kay-
naklariin Orta Dogu bagiml olmaktan ¢ikarilmasi, gerek de-
nize kapali Kafkas ve Orta Asya tlkelerinin disariya petrol ve

dogalgaz ihrag¢ edebilmeleri i¢in Turkiye kilit bir tlke. Baku-
Ceyhan petrol boru hatti bu a¢idan atilmis ¢cok 6nemli bir
adimdir. Ciinkii petrol boru hatt ilk tartisildiginda ¢ok kisi bu-
nun ¢ok pahali oldugunu, siyasi olarak olanakli olmadigini s6y-
leyerek karsi ¢ikti. Bakii-Ceyhan’in gerceklesebilmesinin tek
nedeni Tirkiye ve ABD nin siyasi sermayelerini bu projeye vak-
fetmis olmalaridir. Ne zaman ki Turk ve ABD huktmetleri si-
yasi olarak petrol sirketlerine gidip bu petrol boru hattinin ger-
¢eklesmesini arzu ettiklerini soylediler, o zaman petrol sirketle-
ri bu konuyu ciddi olarak degerlendirmeye basladilar.

Bu da ¢ok 6nemli bir mesele ¢tinkii siyasi irade oldugu za-
man iktisadi bazi meselelerin halledilebilecegini gosteriyor.
Dolayisiyla enerji koridoru meselesinde Bakii-Ceyhan 6rnegin-
de viicut bulan somutlasan enerji koridoru meselesinde bir it-
tifak var ve bu ittifak hala devam ediyor.

Iliskilerin en iyi oldugu dénem 1990’lardi. Bu dénemde
hem yapusal faktorler hem de kisiler 5Gnemliydi bence. Ornegin
1990’Iarda Turgut Ozal ABD ile olan iliskileri normallestirdi ve
hatta guiclendirdi. Turkiye’de o dénemde gorev yapan Marc
Parris gibi ¢cok basarili ABD btuytikelgileri oldu. Bunlarin yarat-
181 sahsi dinamikler 6nemliydi. Bunlar tabii ayn1 zamanda ba-

Additionally, Turkey had been one of the two neighbor
countries of the Soviet Union that had been members of
both the NATO and the Western world. Because of all the-
se factors, Turkey had been a very important country for the
US. Of course, as long as the Soviet Union had been alive.

Just after the fall of the Soviet Union, the strategic im-
portance of Turkey became a matter of discussion. Howe-
ver, we saw that Turkey’s importance did not decreased, sin-
ce the First Gulf War immediately followed the fall of the
Soviet Union. The war weakened Saddam’s regime, but it
was allowed to survive. Nevertheless, it was put under inter-
national pressure via measures such as the US embargo. Du-
ring 1990’s, one of the most important new grounds of the
Turkish-US relations was the alliance formed to contain
Iraq from outside. With regard to North Watch operations,
Turkey was a critical country. Without the Incirlik base, tho-
se operations could not have been carried out.

The issues of the containment of the Soviet Union and
Iraq have disappeared. So, what kind of a relation do the
two countries have?

First of all, we should see the following: In 1990’s, Iraq did
not form the only dynamics of our relations. There were other
factors as well. For instance, the Baku-Ceyhan pipeline and the
matter of the energy corridor... Currently, we do not talk too
much about that issue, but it is very important. The Western
world needs the help of Turkey to end its dependence to the
energy resources of the Middle East, and Caucasian and Midd-
le Asian countries to be able to export oil and natural gas. Con-
cerning those issues, the Baku-Ceyhan pipeline is a very impor-
tant step. At the beginning, many people opposed that project
since it had seemed to be too expensive and politically impos-
sible. The only reason of the realization of the Baku-Ceyhan pi-
peline project has been the political investments of Turkey and
the US. Just when the Turkish and US governments met the
representatives of the oil companies and expressed their sup-
port, those companies began to consider that matter seriously.

That is very important, since it indicates that some eco-
nomic problems can be solved in case of the existence of po-
litical will. Thus, concerning the matter of the energy corri-
dor, there is an alliance that became concrete in the examp-
le of the Baku-Ceyhan pipeline and that alliance is still alive.

Sometimes, the Turkish-US relations hit the bottom. But
sometimes, the same relations were very good. Which were
the determining factors? Events or individual actions?

The best period was 1990’s. I think that both structural
factors and individual actions had been important during
that period. For instance, during 1990’s, Turgut Ozal norma-
lized and even strengthened relations with the US. In the sa-
me period, there were very successful US ambassadors in Tur-
key, like Marc Parris. The personal dynamics created by tho-
se individuals were important. Of course, individual actions
benefited from some structural factors. Perhaps, the most ex-
cellent period of our relations is the 1997-99 period. Interes-
tingly, after the Luxemburg summit (1997), the Turkish-EU
relations hit a bottom. The Turkish political elite strengthe-
ned its relations with the US in such a period. During the
199799 period, the Baku-Ceyhan pipeline project was reali-
zed, a joint operation was carried out in the Balkans and the
US supported Turkey’s EU accession and IMF plans. Thus, I
think that both individual actions and structural matters inf-
luenced the course of the relations.

PKK’'nin tek tarafli ateskesini bozarak tekrar saldirilara
baslamasi, Glineydogu’da tekrar catismalarin olmasi Tirki-
ye’de bir gerginlik havasi yaratti. Bu acidan ABD’nin PKK’ya
karst harekete gecmemesi ve PKK’nin Kuzey Irak’ta, burada-
ki iki Kurt partisinin bolgesinde konuslu olmasi Tiirkiye’de
soru isaretleri yaratiyor. Simdi bu acidan baktigimizda
ABD’nin prensipli davranarak harekete gecmesi gerekiyor
cunkit PKK’'nin terér 6rguitii oldugunu onlar da zaten kabul
ediyorlar. Hatta ABD gecmiste de PKK’ya karsi miicadelede
Turkiye’ye en fazla destek veren bat1 Bat1 tilkelerinden biriy-
di. Ornegin Abdullah Ocalan’in yakalanmasi stirecinde Tir-
kiye’ye istihbarat destegi verdigi biliniyor.

ABD-Tiirkiye iliskilerinin yakin gelecegini, riskler ve firsat-
lar acismdan degerlendirebilir misiniz? Sizce iki iilke arasmda-
ki biiyiik stratejik ortaklik devam eder mi?

Kisa vadede Tiirkiye acisindan ¢ok 6nemli iki mesele var
bence. Bunlarin birincisi, su anda hayati konumda olmayan
ama olabilecek olan PKK. PKK meselesi buytirse, PKK saldi-
rilarinin boyutunu ve sayisini arttirirsa, bu Tirkiye icin tek-
rar hayati bir meseleye dénusir. O zaman PKK, Kuzey Irak
kaynakli oldugu icin, Turk-Amerikan iliskilerinde cok bu-
yiik rahatsizlik yaratir.

Bir diger hayati mesele ise Kerkiik ve Kerkuk’iin gelece-
gi. Eger Kerkiik, Irak’in yeniden insa strecinde, miinhasi-
ran Kirtlerin elinde kalirsa bence bunun Tiirkiye’de yarata-
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What are the duties of the US regarding the healthy de-
velopment of Turkish-US relations?

Of course, the US has to do some things, as well as Tur-
key. The cause of the current problems in the US-Turkish
relations is Iraq. Today’s serious crisis has been initiated by
problems related to Iraq. However, that crisis can be over-
come. In order to overcome the crisis, the US has to take
steps aimed at eliminating the worries of the Turkish peop-
le and propitiating them. In this respect, the issue of PKK is
very important. In the US, I am the most active person de-
aling with this issue. I have very close contacts with govern-
ment institutions. I stress that the PKK is a terrorist organi-
zation and a do-nothing policy has no excuse. A US opera-
tion against this organization would have very positive ef-
fects on the Turkish public opinion.

As the PKK has ended its self-declared cease-fire and as
armed clashes have restarted in the southeast Anatolia, the-
re is a tension in Turkey. In this respect, the inactivity of the
US against the PKK, and PKK’s existence in Northern Iraq,
in the territory of the two Kurdish parties, create question
marks in Turkey. In this respect, the US has to act, since
they have already listed the PKK among terrorist organizati-
ons. Furthermore, in the past, the US had been one of the
western countries supporting Turkey’s struggle against PKK
most actively. For instance, it is known that the US had pro-
vided intelligence service for the capture of Abdullah Oca-
lan, the leader of the PKK.

Could you assess the near future of the US-Turkish rela-
tions in respect to risks and opportunities? What do you
think about the future of the great strategic partnership bet-
ween two countries?

According to me, with regard the short run, there are
two important issues. First, the issue of PKK, which is not
crucial yet, but which can become so. If the PKK problem
gets bigger, if the PKK increases the scope of its aggression,
it will become a crucial one again. In such a case, since the
PKK problem is originating from the Northern Iraq, Tur-
kish-US relations will come under severe strain.

Another crucial matter is Kirkuk and the future of this
city. If, during the restructuring of Iraq, that city remains at
the hands of the Kurds alone, there will be a big uneasiness
in Turkey. Since, the main issue is the natural wealth pos-
sessed by Kirkuk. 40 percent of the Iraqi oil reserves are in
and around that city. An independent Kirkuk would be the
9th biggest oil producer of the world. Thus, the control
over Kirkuk is of material importance. If Kirkuk, of which
habitants include Kurds, Turkmans, Arabs and Christians,
remains at the hands of only one group, for instance the
Kurds, there will be a big uneasiness in Turkey. Since, in
such a case, both the material basis of the independence of
Kurds and of a Kurdish state will have been established,
and, PKK’s ongoing existence in the Northern Iraq will
continue to make Turkey uneasy.

In this respect, those two matters still have the potential
of causing disagreements in US-Turkish relations. These
can be said concerning the short run.

How do you see the big picture of the long term?

Regarding the long run, issues related to Kirkuk and
PKK will remain important, but the Turkish-US relations
will not depend on those issues. In the long term, there is
a strategic picture and that picture has to be drawn. To-

Ciinkti hem Kurt
bagimsizliginin ve Kurt devletinin 6nt acilmis, maddi teme-
li ortaya ¢ikmis olacak, hem de PKK hala Kuzey Irak’ta va-
rolmaya devam ettigi icin Turkiye’de onun yarattig1 bir ra-
hatsizlik etkisi hissedilecek. Bu a¢idan bu iki mesele ABD-
Turkiye iliskilerinde hala kriz yaratma potansiyeline sahip.
Kisa vade icin bunlar séyleyebiliriz.

Iki dlke arasindaki iliskilerin gelecedi agisindan bugiin AKP
hiikiimetine ne gibi Gnerileriniz olabilir?

Bazen miinferit krizler de iliskileri zedeleyebiliyor. Ormegin 1974 Kibris
Savasl, 1975 Afyon Krizi, 1962 Johnson Mektubu, 1961 Jupiter Fiizeleri
Krizi gibi meseleler var. Bunlar hep asildi. iktidarda olanlarin hikimetlerin
blylk resmi gorerek bir minferit meselenin yarattigi krizin kamuoyu
nezdindeki etkisini tamponlamalar bence gegmiste cok basarilydi. Onceki
krizlerde basta olan hikumetler ilk kriz atlatildiktan sonra blyik resmi
gorerek, stratejik ortakiga ve Tlrk-Amerikan iliskilerine sahip cikarak,
kamuoyu nezdinde olusan sikintlyl tamponladilar. Bugtin AKP hiikiimetinin
bence Tirk-Amerikan ortakligina, uzun vadeli, blylik resmi iceren ortakliga
sahip ¢iktigini géstermesi ve bunu yaparken de Tirkiye'nin Bati diinyasiyla
olan filiskilerine sahip c¢iktigini belirtmesi, bunun Uzerinden kamuoyu
nezdinde olusan sikintlyl tamponlayabilmesi gerekiyor.

Burada ézellikle AKP hiikiimetine disen gorev Turk-Amerikan iliskileri
agisindan kamuoyunu yénlendirici kuvvetini, Ozal déneminde oldugu gibi,
daha iyi kullanmasidir. Bu iliskinin Turkiye icin neden énemli oldugunu
kamuoyuna anlatmasi, Tlrkiye'nin bu iliskiye, Bati diinyasiyla olan iliskileri
cercevesinde, can-1 gonulden, gogsinli gere gere sahip ciktigini
sdyleyebilmesi gerekir. Bence bu da Tirk kamuoyunda Irak kaynakli ABD
ile ilgili sikintilan rahatlatma etkisi gosterecektir.

Uzun vadede baktigimizda biiyiik resmi nasil gériiyor-
sunuz?

Uzun vadede Tirkiye-ABD iliskileri, Kerkiik ve PKK cok
onemli olsa bile, bu iki meseleye endeksli degil. Uzun vadede bi-
re bir stratejik bir tablo var ve bu tabloyu cizmek lazim. ABD bu-
gtin global bir giic. Global gtic oldugu stirece de bolgesel bir
glic olma iddiasinda olan Tturkiye’nin ABD’ye olan ihtiyac stire-
cek.

17 Aralik’ta Ttrkiye lehine bir karar
cikmasinda Ingiltere’nin ¢ok biiyiik bir rol oynadigim biliyo-
rum. ABD’nin Ingiltere, Italya ve Cek Cumhuriyeti tizerinden
AB icin Turkiye lehine lobi faaliyeti yaptigin1 goértyoruz.

Ontimuzdeki giinlerde, miizakereler basladigi zaman,

day, the US is a global power. As long as it remains as a glo-
bal power, Turkey, which claims to be a regional power,
will continue to need the support of the US. Issues such as
the energy corridor, IMF programs that will be implemen-
ted until full economic recovery, and the crucial support
provided by the US during the EU accession process of
Turkey will remain on the agenda. The support of the US
via its allies in the EU, particularly the Czech Republic,
Great Britain and Italy, is very important. It is not a coinci-
dence that the supporters of Turkey’s EU membership are
the closest allies of the US. Their support makes us think
that they are exchanging ideas with the US about Turkey’s
membership. I know that Great Britain played a big role at
the EU summit on December 17, 2004, concerning the de-
cision in favor of Turkey. We see that the US is conducting

In respect to the future of the relations between the countries, what could
Yyou recommend to the AKP (Justice and Development Party) government?

Sometimes, discrete crises can harm the relations. Some
examples are the Cyprus War of 1974, the Opium Crisis of 1975, the
Johnson Letter of 1962, and the Jupiter missiles crisis of 1961... All
of these crises had been overcome. The governments of those
periods had been able to see the whole of the picture, so that they
had endorsed the maintenance of the strategic partnership with the
US and tempered the reactions of the Turkish people. According to
me, today, the AKP government should clarify that it endorses
Turkey'’s relations with the western world, while in particular showing
that it endorses the Turkish-US partnership, which is a long-term one,
in order to temper the reactions of the Turkish people.

In this respect, the duty of the AKP government is to use its
public opinion forming power better in order to support Turkish-US
relations, as it was the case in the Turgut Ozal era. It should explain
the importance of these relations for Turkey and express its
enthusiastic support within the framework of the relations with the
western world. According to me, such a move would ease the worries
of the Turkish people originating from Iraq and concerning the US.

How will the Turkish-EU convergence affect Turkish-US
relations?

In the following days, together with the beginning of ac-
cession negotiations, the Turkish-EU relations will enter a
difficult phase. The EU is a club and it will dictate its rules.
They will have some demands and they will ask the fulfill-
ment of those as much as possible. We will experience many
crises in this phase. Turkey will not want to make some
things, or it will show resistance. In such a case, the biggest
supporters of Turkey will be the US and its allies in the EU.
We should not forget that point. In Turkey, because of the
poor relations between France and Germany and the US, it
is thought that the US has no influence over the accession
process. However, there are other countries in the EU. Italy
and Great Britain are as big countries as France or Germany
are. We should not forget that the pro-Turkish stance of the
former countries is definitely related with the US.

In the medium term, Turkish-US relations will be very im-
portant concerning a healthy accession process in favor of
Turkey. During the EU accession process, Turkey will find so-
me demands either unattainable or unacceptable. This is na-
tural. Turkey will say that it cannot meet some of the de-

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mands. The inner forces of the EU and the number of allies
of Turkey within the EU will determine whether such answers
will be accepted or not. In this respect, the existence of the US
is important. According to me, it is not an accident that some
European countries are the allies of Turkey. The reason is that
those countries share the same vision with the US. During the
difficult accession negotiations, Turkey’s allies within the EU
will be those that are the allies of the US within the EU.

How strong are the lobbies concerning Turkish-US rela-
tions? Will they maintain their strength, or may some other
forces appear?

Every ethnic, political, economic, religious or professi-
onal group has a lobby in the US. Politics in the US is an ac-
tivity conducted from bottom to top. At the parliamentary
elections, the nominees are not selected by the chairpersons
of the political parties, but they are democratically elected by
the people. Parliaments have to obtain the support of the pe-
ople, but not the leaders of their parties, since they do not
get money from their parties for their election campaigns
and their names are not approved by the leaders of their par-
ties. They finance their election campaigns with the donati-
ons of the people. Thus, lobbying activities become very im-
portant. The lobbies are institutions aggregating and institu-
tionalizing the donations and presenting them to various
candidates. The strength of the lobbies in the US is an out-
come of the political structure of the US.

Regarding foreign policy lobbies, there are three big
ethnic lobbies in the US having influence over Turkish-US
relations: The Greek, Armenian and Jewish lobbies. The Ar-
menian lobby is conducting activities against Turkey for
many years. The Greek lobby hinders the US from taking
positive steps concerning the Cyprus issue. Meanwhile,
thanks to the Turkish-Israeli rapprochement since early
1990’s, the Jewish lobby has started to support Turkey.
When Turkey and Israel cooperate, the American Jews sup-
port our country in the US. Turkey has not a lobby in the
US yet, but the Jewish lobby has been carrying out lobbying
activities among members of the Congress and the Senate
for 15 years. They prepare draft resolutions in favor of Tur-
key and block those that are hostile to Turkey.

What does the new world order approach of the US
mean? Which regions or countries will be affected by this
approach? What can you say about Turkey?

The new world order approach of the US is focusing
mainly on the Middle East. We can summarize it as a
strategy of transforming the dictatorships in the Middle
East, either through abolishing them or making them
regimes that have good relations with the western world. So,
Turkey is not and cannot be a target of that strategy, since
neither is Turkey a dictatorship nor it has poor relations
with the western world. I know that there are some doubts
in Turkey, but the new world order approach of the US is
definitely not focusing on Turkey, since Turkey is posses-
sing all of the features of the state model that is wanted to
be realized by the US in the Middle East in the long term,
and even more. Therefore, it is impossible that Turkey
becomes a subject of the new world order process. Accor-
ding to me, the subjects of this process are Russia, Iraq and
Syria. Those countries are our neighbors, but that does not
mean that we are going to be among the subjects of the
process. I think that we have to be relaxed.

Turkish-American relations which, at the beginning of
the 1990s, began to be conducted within the framework of
an ‘enhanced partnership’ have in recent years focused on
a ‘strategic partnership’. During the Cold War relations
between the two countries were based primarily on defen-
se cooperation, to which was added an economic dimensi-
on following the collapse of the Soviet Union. In 1995 the
US administration named Turkey as one of the 10 major
developing markets, inviting the US private sector to focus
on Turkey and, as a result of the increase in trade and in-
dustrial relations, today it is possible to see significant inc-
reases in bilateral trade volume, US direct investments in
Turkey and the number of US tourists visiting Turkey.

As can be seen from the table below, the volume of tra-
de between the two countries has risen steadily since 1989.
In the last ten years in particular the volume of bilateral
trade has increased by an annual average of 15 percent.
The reason for this increase is the volume of goods going
from Turkey to the US. Until 2002 Turkey was one of the
few countries with which the US had a foreign trade surp-
lus, although the situation changed in 2002 when Turkey
began to record a surplus.

Despite this steady increase, trade between the two co-
untries has still not reached its potential. The positive side
is that the low level of the current figures shows that there
is great potential for the development of trade between
the two countries.

EKONOMIK POTANSIYEL / ECONOMIC POTENTIAL

In terms of the position of the US in Turkey’s foreign
trade, for a long time the US was one of Turkey’s three lar-
gest trading partners. In 2004 Turkish imports from the
US totaled US$ 4.7 billion, while Turkish exports to the
US stood at US$ 4.8 billion. In 2004 the US ranked third
in terms of Turkish exports and fifth in its imports.

In terms of Turkey’s position in US trade, it can be se-
en that Turkey accounts for only a small share of the eco-
nomy of the country which is the richest in the world, the
largest importer and the biggest direct investor. Turkey’s
small share of the US market is incompatible with the po-
litical concept of a ‘strategic partnership’.

When one looks at Turkish-US trade on a sectoral ba-
sis, one can see that a great variety of US goods enter the
Turkish market and that US exports to Turkey extend ac-
ross a broad range from aircraft, to cotton, boilers, machi-
nery and animal and vegetable oils.

In comparison with the variety of US products which
are sold to Turkey, Turkey exports only a very limited ran-
ge of goods to the US. The most important export product
is textiles, which account for an average 45 percent share

Turkiye-ABD ticaretindeki sorunlar

Her ne kadar iki tilke arasindaki ticaret 6zellikle son yil-
larda Turkiye’nin lehine gelisme gosterse de, Turkiye-ABD
ticaretinde hala pek cok sorun bulunmaktadir. Bu sorunla-
rin basinda ABD’nin Turkiye’ye uyguladig: ytiksek koruma
oranlar1 gelmektedir. ABD'nin ortalama koruma orani % 5
seviyesinde olmakla birlikte, Tiirkiye'nin ihracat potansiyeli
olan tekstil, konfeksiyon, cam esya, gida sanayi tirtinlerinde
uygulanan tarifeler son derece yiiksektir. Ornegin, temel ih-
ra¢ kalemimiz olan bazi hazir giyim artinlerinde ABD'nin
koruma orani ortalama % 20-25 dtzeyindedir. Buna karsi-
Iik ABD artnleri Tirk pazarlarina ¢ok distik giimruik tari-
feleri ile ve miktar kisitlamasi olmaksizin girmektedir. Or-
negin; ABD sanayi urtnleri icin Turkiye’nin uyguladig
gumruk tarifesi, AB ile Guimruk Birligi sonucunda Ortak
Gumriik Tarifesine gecilmesi nedeniyle ortalama % 5’dir ve
miktarla ilgili bir kisitlama bulunmamaktadir.

Ikinci problem; makarna, findik ve demir-celik gibi
Turk trinlerinin maruz kaldig1 anti-damping sorusturma-
lar1 ve bunun sonucunda getirilen telafi edici vergilerdir.
Ozellikle Turkiye nin ABD’ye ihracatinda énemli yer olus-
turan demir-celik Grtnlerinin de bu durumda olmasi iki
ulke arasindaki ticaret acisindan olumsuz bir durumdur.

Uctinct problem, Turkiye’'nin ABD’ye genellestirilmis
tercihler sistemi kapsaminda yaptig1 ihracatin son derece
az olmasidir. Su anda Tirkiye'nin ABD’ye yaptig1 ihraca-
tin sadece % 19’u bu kapsamda gerceklestirilmektedir.

Iki iilke arasindaki diger bir 6nemli problem fikri miilki-
yet haklar1 konusundadir. 1974 tarihli ABD Ticaret Yasasi-
nin "Special 301" hiikmu cercevesinde ABD’li ureticilerin
fikri miilkiyet haklarinin etkin korunmasini saglamak ama-
ciyla ABD Ticaret Temsilciligi (USTR) her y1l diger tlkeler-
deki uygulamalar1 incelemektedir. Turkiye, bu inceleme
sonucunda 2001 yilhindan bu yana fikri mtlkiyet haklarinin
etkin olarak korunmadigi ilkelerin bulundugu "izleme lis-
tesinde" yer almaktadir.

ABD’nin gida ticareti konusunda uyguladigi korumaci
politikalar iki tilke ticaretindeki bir diger sorundur. ABD
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of total exports. As a result of the end of the US imposing
supplementary taxes, since the end of 2003 there has been
a significant increase in flat and long iron and steel pro-
ducts. In 2004 iron and steel accounted for 26 percent of
Turkey’s exports to the US.

In order to broaden the narrow range of Turkish ex-
ports to the US and enable varied products to enter the US
market, Turkey needs, within the framework of the GTS,
to: broaden the scope of its exports to the US; emphasize
value-added garden products and organic agriculture,
which is one of the most suitable areas for the develop-
ment of Turkish-US trade; exert a greater effort to enter
the foodstuffs and drinks market, which is extremely large
big and very tightly controlled by the US; to make a gre-
ater effort in terms of the establishment of NSBs and the
inclusion of all industrial products in the founding agre-
ement; and to give greater importance to exports in sec-
tors such as leather clothing and accessories, glass, cera-
mics, floor and wall coverings, kitchen-bathroom sinks and
accessories and industrial minerals which have a good
chance of competing on the US market.

However much developments in Turkish-US trade ha-
ve swung in Turkey’s favor in recent years, there are still a
number of problems. The most important of these prob-
lems is the high protective barriers that the US imposes
against Turkey. The average rate of protection imposed by
the US is 5 percent and the tarifs imposed on goods such
as textiles, clothing, glassware and foodstuffs which have
an export potential for Turkey are very high. For examp-
le, on some clothing products, which are one of our most
important exports, the US imposes an average protection
rate of 20-25 percent. In comparison, US products can en-
ter the Turkish market with very low customs tariffs and
without any restrictions on volume. For example, as a re-
sult of the Common Customs Tariffs resulting from the
Customs Union with the EU, the customs tariffs that Tur-
key imposes on US industrial goods average 5 percent and
there are no restrictions on volume.

The second problem is the anti-dumping investigations
to which Turkish products such as pasta, hazelnuts and
iron and steel have been subjected and the compensatory
taxes that have been imposed as a result. The imposition
of these taxes, particularly on iron and steel products,
which have an important place in Turkish exports to the
US, have had a negative impact on trade between the two
countries.

The third problem is the very low level of Turkish ex-
ports within the scope of the US generalized preferences
system. At the moment, only 19 percent of Turkish exports
to the US fall within its scope.

Another important problem between the two countries
concerns intellectual property rights. Within the scope of
the ‘Special 301’ clause of the US Commercial Code, in or-
der to ensure effective protection of the intellectual pro-
perty rights of US producers, the US Trade Representati-
ve (USTR) studies the applications in other countries
every year. As a result of these studies, every year since
2001 Turkey has been on a ‘Watch List’ of countries in
which intellectual property rights are not adequately pro-
tected.

Another problem in trade between the two countries is
the protectionist policies applied by the US on trade in fo-

Gumruk Teskilatt ABD’ye gida ihracati yapan firmalara
tescil zorunlulugu getirmektedir.

Son olarak, Turkiye’de Nitelikli Sanayi Bolgeleri kurul-
mas1 projesinin hala bir sonuca baglanmamis olmasi da iki
ulke ticaretini olumsuz etkilemektedir. Nitelikli Sanayi
Bolgeleri, ABD’nin Ortadogu’daki stratejik ortaklari ile ti-
caretini guclendirmek amaciyla olusturdugu ve bu boélge-
lerde uretilen mallara dogrudan kota ve gumruk vergisi
muafiyeti sagladigi alanlardir. 2002 yilinda zamanin basba-
kan1 Biilent Ecevit tarafindan giindeme getirilen konu ile
ilgili calismalar sektorlerin NSB anlasmasina dahil edile-
cek sektorler tizerinde mutabakat saglanamadig icin dur-
mustur. Turkiye tim sanayi trtnlerinin NSB’ne dahil ol-
masin1 ongoéren modelin kabuliini savunmaktadir. Bu du-
rumun ger¢eklesmesi halinde NSB, Tirkiye’ye yeni firsat-
lar yaratabilecekler ve Turkiye’nin ABD’ye ihra¢ ettigi
artnlerin cesitlendirilmesini saglayabileceklerdir.

odstuffs. The US food and drink market is the biggest in-
dustry in the world. Turkey is not taking a sufficient share
from such a huge market. The major obstacle to Turkish
exports to the US comes from the measures applied by the
Food and Drug Agency (FDA). Controls were tightened
up, particularly after 9/11, and pre-import controls have
resulted in Turkish exporters losing both time and money.
Moreover, the new security measures introduced to coun-
ter the danger of bioterrorism have meant that the US
Customs Organization has brought in compulsory registra-
tion for firms which export foodstuffs to the US.

Finally, the project to establish Qualified Industrial Zo-
nes in Turkey has still not produced a result and this is al-
so having a negative effect on trade between the two count-
ries. The Qualified Industrial Zones were developed to
strengthen trade with the US’s Strategic Partners in the
Middle East and goods produced in these zones are able to
enter the US free of any quotas or customs duties. In 2002
the then Prime Minister Bulent Ecevit brought the subject
onto the agenda and, after the failure to reach an agre-
ement on which sectors should be included in the sectors
in the NSB agreement, work came to a halt. The model sug-
gested by Turkey would have included all industrial pro-
ducts in the NSB. If this could be realized, the NSBs would
create new opportunities for Turkey and ensure a broade-
ning of the range of Turkish goods exported to the US.

Positive developments

in Turkish-US trade

If one wants to look at the positive developments in tra-
de between the two countries, in recent years there has be-
en considerable progress in Turkey on the subject of the
protection of intellectual property rights. The amend-
ments in 2003 to the Law on Intellectual & Artistic Works
resulted in the effective protection of intellectual property
rights and the Turkish Patent Institute Law which came in-
to effect in the same year strengthened the structure of
the Institute and made brand protection procedures easi-
er in 2004 while Turkey also became a party to the Brand
Law Agreement which has effective internationally. In this
way, the legal framework for the protection of intellectual
property rights has been strengthened.

The second — and related — development, was the new
measures reduced the complaints from US pharmaceuti-
cal producers that intellectual property rights were not
properly protected, particularly on the issue of ‘generic
production’. The Directive No 25705 that was published in
the Official Gazette of 19. 01. 2005 explicitly adopted the
principle of ‘data exclusivity’ and has come into effect
from the beginning of January 2005. In this way US firms
which have complaints can fight for their rights in a more
productive manner.

The third positive development in the recent history of
Turkish-US trade relations occurred in textile quotas,
which from the Turkish perspective were one of the most
serious problems. From the beginning of 2005 all the tex-
tile quotas within the scope of the WT'O and the textile qu-
otas imposed by the US on Turkey were completely abolis-
hed. But ,following the abolition of the quotas, the greater
influence of the Chinese textile sector resulted in reacti-
ons in many countries, including the US, and lobbying ac-
tivities were initiated to have the quotas re-imposed.

Resmi Gazetede 19.01.2005 tarihinde ya-
yimlanan 25705 sayili yonetmelik ile "Data Exclusivity"
prensibi acik bir sekilde benimsenerek Ocak 2005 yil1 ba-
sindan itibaren yurtrlige girmistir. Boylelikle Amerikal
firmalarin sikayetci olduklar1 durumla daha kararh bir se-
kilde muicadele edilebilecektir.

Uciincii olumlu gelisme ise yakin tarihe kadar Tiirkiye-
ABD ticari iliskilerinde Turkiye acisindan en ciddi sorunlar-
dan biri olan tekstil kotalar1 konusunda olmustur. 2005 yil
bas1 itibariyle DTO kararlart kapsaminda tim tekstil kotala-
11 ile birlikte ABD’nin Tirkiye’ye uyguladig: tekstil kotalar:
da tamamen kaldirilmistir. Ancak, kotalarin kaldirilmasini
takiben Cin’in tekstil sektortiindeki yeri ve etkisi ABD dahil
olmak tuzere bircok tllkede tepkilere yolagmistir ve kotala-
rin tekrar konmasi igin lobi faaliyetleri baslamistir.

Tiirkiye-ABD Yatirim lliskileri

Tiurkiye-ABD yatirim iliskilerine bakildiginda ise ortaya
yine potansiyeli yansitmayan bir tablo cikmaktadir. 1980-
2002 tarihleri arasinda tilkemize girmesine izin verilen ABD
kokenli yabanci sermaye miktart 4 milyar dolar civarinda-
dir. Bu rakamla ABD Fransa, Hollanda ve Almanya’nin ar-
dindan doérduncu siradadir. Bagka tilkelerdeki toplam dog-
rudan ABD yatirimi olan 2,7 katrilyon dolarla karsilastirildi-
ginda bu rakamin ne denli az oldugu gortlmektedir. ABD
yatirimlarinin Orta Dogu’daki béliimiinde de Tirkiye nin
payinin distik oldugu goézlenmektedir. Turkiye, Misir, Isra-
il, Polonya, Katar, Kazakistan, Kuveyt, BAE, Suudi Arabistan
ve Cezayir’den daha az ABD yatirnmi cekmektedir.

2004 yili ABD verilerine gore; bu yil icinde yurtdisina gi-
den dogrudan Amerikan yatirimlarinin toplami 226 milyar
dolar civarindadir. Bu miktarin Turkiye’ye gelen kismi ise 195
milyon dolardir. Avrupa’dan gelen ve bu nedenle ABD’den
gelen sermaye olarak kayitlara girmek yerine, geldigi tlke iti-
bariyle kayitlara giren ABD sermayesi de gézoniine alindigin-
da bu rakam artmakla birlikte yine de yetersiz kalmaktadir.

Turkish-US Investment Relations

When one looks at Turkish-US investment relations, the
picture again does not reflect the potential. In the period
1980-2002 the total volume of US-based foreign capital that
was given permission to enter Turkey was around US$ 4 billi-
on. This ranked the US fourth after France, the Netherlands
and Germany. When one compares this total with the US$
2.7 trillion of direct US investment in other countries one
can see that it was an extremely low figure. Turkey has a low
share of the US investment in the Middle East region. Turkey
attracted less US investment than Egypt, Israel, Poland, Qa-
tar, Kazakhstan, Kuwait, UAE, Saudi Arabia and Algeria.

According to US figures for 2004, the total volume of
US investments outside the country stood at around US$
226 billion. The share of this that came to Turkey was US$
195 million. Even when one adds the US capital that ca-
me from Europe and thus was included in the figures for
the country of origin rather than the records for the US,
then this figure is still insufficient.

In 2004 there was a positive change in the situation
described above related to the fact that Turkey attracts

The Turkish-US cooperation for defense equipments has
been initiated by the necessity of being able to conduct joint
operations with allied forces and to follow technological
progress in the process of the modernization of the Turkish
Armed Forces, that had arose together with Turkey’s NATO
membership in 1952.

During the Cold War years, the relations had started with
donations of US surplus military equipment, continued with
suitable military sales loans, and has transformed from 1980’s
on to procurements financed by Turkey with its own
resources. Except sea platforms provided from Germany, the
weight of US-origin equipment in the inventory of the Armed
Forces gradually increased in that period.

In 1990’s, since Turkey began to use its own resources to
buy military equipment and since the structure of the
international market changed in the Post-Cold War era, it has
become possible to benefit from competition and Turkey has
started to purchase main systems from other countries,

Tirkiye’nin i¢inde bulundugu giivenlik ortam1 da bu sii-
recte ciddi bir degisim gecirmis ve Avrupa cografyas seviyele-
rinde olmasa da, uzun vadeli planlamalarin yapilabilmesine
imkan verir bir boyuta gelmistir. Bu degisimle birlikte, kamu-
oyunda da savunma tedarikinin caydiricihigin bir geregi ola-
rak devam etmesi gerektigi, ayn1 zamanda yeterli 6lcekte olan
tedarik kaynaginin tlke sanayiine ve teknolojisine yatirim
olarak kullanilmasi yoniinde de guiclu bir bilin¢ ortaya ¢ik-
mistir.

Tirkiye — ABD arasindaki savunma techi-

particularly from Germany. Today, we see that manufacturers
of many countries including EU countries, Russia, East
European countries, China, Brazil and Israel participate into
the projects of the Turkish Armed Forces.

In addition to the market and resource diversification, a
policy triggered by the US military embargo after the
intervention of the Turkish Armed Forces to Cyprus in 1974
has allowed Turkey to take serious steps towards the
establishment of its own defense industry. At the end of a wavy
period lasting thirty years, a Turkish defense industry, which
is able to fulfill the needs of users, to achieve export successes
and to deepen has been created.

The security sphere of Turkey as well has radically
changed during this process and it has become possible to
plan the long term, even if not on the European scale.
Together with this change, a strong consciousness has arose
among the Turkish people related to the necessity of the
continuation of military supply in order to maintain
deterrence, and to the necessity of investments in the national
industry and technology.

Though the Turkish-US relations in the
area of defense equipments have been descri-
bed from 1980’s on as "defense industry co-
operation" thanks to Turkey’s joint producti-
on, technology transfer and off-set demands,
we have to see that this situation has been the
outcome of Turkey’s demands related to de-
fense projects, that the US government and
companies have accepted this situation only to
be able to sell their goods and that they have
usually raised their prices in order to cover
their additional costs.

Although the European companies have a
similar approach, particularly after the recent
restructuring of the European defense industry,
we observe that those companies assess their defense industry
relations with Turkey from a more strategic point of view.
Regardless of its probable EU membership, as the 5th biggest
defense market of Europe and with its considerable defense
sector, Turkey cannot be ignored by the defense industry
structures of Europe.

Under these conditions, there are two main models,
which can be followed by Turkey. The first is the model
followed by countries such as Italy and Great Britain, which
are trying to maintain balanced defense industry relations
with the EU and the US, while protecting their own
industries. The second one is the Franco-German axis that is
based on European solutions. The defense industries of the
first group of countries remain independent against
European mergers, as seen in the examples of Finmeccanica
and Bae, but they consider their relations with the US
important. One of the main structures of the second model
is the EADS, which includes Spain.

All of these developments indicate that in order to
strengthen Turkish-US defense industry relations, a much
deeper relation than that of buyers and sellers has to be
established. Turkish and US companies have to establish
strategic relations and Turkish companies have to be able to
sell their products to third countries and even to the US
market. Thus, in the long term, we will become able to repeat
the successful experiences of our companies FNSS and TEI,
which had been able to establish cooperative activities with US
companies based on mutual benefits.

Ciinkti Time-Warner, AOL ve
CNN’in merkezi olan New York’un bu besinci en yiiksek
gokdeleninin tst katinda, bir duvar1 cam oldugu i¢in muh-
tesem bir New York panaromasini gozler ontine seren caz
kultibtiniin hemen yanindaki Ertegiin Rock and Roll Hall
of Fame Jazz Muzesi Nesuhi Ertegiin’e ithaf edilmis. Kuru-
cusu ise kardesi Ahmet Ertegtin. Ertegtinler, 1940’larda
Washington’da Turkiye biiytikelcisi olarak goérev yaparken
vefat eden Miinir Ertegtin’in ogullari.

Ahmet Ertegtin, babasinin 6liimiiniin ardindan Trrki-
ye’ye donmeyip, 1947’ de discisinden aldigi 10 bin dolarlik
bor¢la kurdugu Atlantic Records firmasiyla Amerika’da
muzik endustrisinin devlerinden biri olmakla kalmadi,
diinya muzigine bircok taninmis ses armagan etti. Nitekim
bu basarisi, Ray Charles’in yasam 6ykuistinti anlatan ve bu

The intense activity that has been going on for many ye-
ars right in the middle of New York, at the Columbus Circ-
le, Southeast corner of the Central Park has ended. The
construction equipment surrounding the building has been
removed and the $1.8 billion, 55 storey, multi-purpose twin
towers of Time Warner building has opened. This building,
which carries the signature of Cornell University Depart-
ment of Architecture graduate Mustafa Kemal Abadan, who
begun his work life as an apprentice in Skidmore, Owings &
Merrill and is one of its ten partners, is an interesting
example of what Turks can do in the United States. Beca-
use, Time-Warner building, which is the fifth tallest buil-
ding in New York, features the Ertegtin Rock and Roll hall
of Fame Jazz Museum, which honors Nesuhi Ertegiin, and a
jazz club at its top floor with a beautiful view of new York
through its wall of glass. The museum’s founder is Nesuhi
Ertegtin’s brother Ahmet Ertegtin. Ertegtins are the sons of
Turkey’s Ambassador to United States in the 1940s, Munir
Ertegtin, who had died on duty.

Ahmet Ertegtin not only did not return to Turkey after
his father’s death, but founded the Atlantic Records with
the $10,000 he borrowed from his dentist and made it into
a giant and also presented to world music many of the famo-
us voices we have today. His success was even portrayed in
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yil Oscar’t alan "Ray" filminde beyaz perdeye kadar yansidi.

this year’s Academy Award winning "Ray," which portrayed
Ray Charles’s life. Ahmet Ertegiin, whose two undying pas-
sions are music and Turkey’s policies, talks about the begin-
ning as: "We were the smallest recording company of the
world." His first huge success was producing the blues song
"Drinkin' Wine Spo-Dee-O-Dee" in 1949, which went on to
sell a million records. This small company started to grow
even more hen Ahmet Ertegiin’s brother, Nahuhi Ertegtin
who at the time was living in Los Angeles at teaching Jazz in
UCLA, decided to join forces with his brother and move to
New York in 1956. Ertegiin, who has many Grammy Awards,
received the first ever Grammy Industry Icon Award in Feb-
ruary 2005. He was already a lifetime Achievement Award
recipient.

Ertegtins, within a period spanning half a century, disco-
vered many groups and people, notably Ray Charles, Bobby
Darin, Aretha Franklin, Rolling Stones, Otis Redding, Bette
Midler, Wilson Pickett, Percy Sledge, Booker T., Sam & Da-
ve, Cream the Bee Gees, Led Zeppelin, Coasters, John Colt-
rane, Charlie Mingus, Ornette Coleman, Modern Jazz Qu-
artet, Drifters, Roberta Flack, Spinners, Allman Brothers,
Genesis, Foreigner, Pete Townshend, Stevie Nicks, Buffalo
Springfield, Blue Brothers, Tori Amos and Phil Collins
among many others.

However, the only Turks who have made it in the Ame-
rican music industry are not the Ertegtins. Arif Mardin, who
is recognized as one of the best music producers of the 20th
century and beyond, is one of those rare artists who have
succeeded in remaining at the pinacle of their profession
for more than 40 years. After carrying Young Rascals to
number 1 in 1965 with "Good Loving," he did the same with
Bee Gees, Average White Band, Melissa Manchester, Phil
Collins, Chaka Khan ("I feel for you") and Bette Midler
("Wind beneath my wings"). He also produced the albums
of Patti Labelle, Willie
Nelson and Barbra Stre-
isand. After retiring from
Atlantic records, Mardin
became its deputy chair-
man of the board and the
general manager of Man-
hattan/EMI Records. In
2001, Mardin received the
"Trustees" Award of the
National Academy of Re-
cording Arts & Sciences
and the lifetime achieve-
ment Grammy Award.

In Classical Music

These Turks who have been successful in pop music are
joined by Ilhan Mimaroglu in classical music. Mimaroglu is
described as "humorous," "mysterious" and "multitalented"
in the most modern version of this genre, electronic music.
He is recognized as the composer of the best pieces of the
genre in its "Golden Age." His comments and critics on mu-
sic and radio production after the Second World War succe-
eded in bringing him to New York with a scholarship from
the Rockefeller Foundation in 1955. Later Mimaroglu deci-
ded to make New York his home and received education on
electronic music at the Columbia and Princeton Universiti-
es. He worked as a music producer at the Atlantic records
for almost 30 years. He produced programs on electronic
music for seven years at the WBAI Radio in New York. Mi-
maroglu is also a recipient of the "Guggenheim Fellowship"
and "Outstanding Warrants," is his latest album

Ersahin and Others

This heritage of success is continues today in New York
with Omer Faruk Tekbilek, ilhan Ersahin and with their pi-
anos, Husnti Onaran and Aysegtil Durakoglu in "soul/spiri-
tual", jazz and classical music.

These artists, unlike Ertegiin, Mardin and Mimaroglu,
are getting in touch with their admirer one on one in con-
cert halls and via their CDs.

Omer Faruk Tekbilek, who started working at a shop
that was selling music instruments in exchange for music
classes as a child in Adana, later went
to Istanbul to receive formal training.
He then moved to Rochester, New
York in 1976. In the beginning, Tekbi-
lek performed Turkish Classical Music
and Folk Music in Turkey, entered a
new scene that would change his life
when Brian Keane, who he describes
as a "brilliant composer and engine-
er," offered collaboration on the mu-
sic score for the movie "Magnificent
Stleyman." The intense religious sen-
timents, together with the sense of
complete harmony that dominated
the interaction of Islam and Christi-
anity under the Ottomans at the time,
together with his introduction to yoga,
and their points of convergence ope-
ned a new range of possibilities for
Tekbilek.

Tekbilek identifies himself as a
Turkish and world citizen. He bases
his philosophical background on Mev-
lana and Yunus Emre’s themes on love
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da yeni bir doneme girer. Filmdeki dini referans ve temala-
rin agirligi ve filmin o dénem Osmanli’da, Islam ve Hristi-
yanlhigin sevgi ve hosgori icinde bir arada yasamasi; bu ara-
da yoga ile tanismasi, "namaz" ile "yoga" arasinda baglar
kurmasi ve bunlarin kesisme noktalari, Tekbilek’e yepyeni
ufuklar acar.

Tekbilek, kendini bir Tirk vatandasi kadar dunya va-
tandasi olarak da tanimliyor. Felsefi olarak da Mevlana ve
Yunus Emre’nin sevgi ve hosgorti temalarini esas alan Tek-
bilek, bunun ayni zamanda Turk toplumunun karakteristik
ozelliklerinden oldugunu belirtiyor.

Klasik miizikte New York’un baslica konser salonlarin-
dan Lincoln Center, Merkin Music Hall ve Smithsoni-
an’da basarili konserler veren Husnii Onaran, konserleri
esnasinda piyanosunun tuslarini, adeta bir enerji kaynagi-
na dontustirtayor. Daha 16 yasindayken cok yetenekli bir
piyanist olarak ABD’ye gelen Onaran, Boston Miizik Kon-
servatuvari’ndan master derecesi aldiktan sonra Fransa,
Hollanda, Avusturya, Turkiye ve basta New York, Boston,
Washington olmak tizere, ABD’de bir ¢cok sehirde konser-
ler verdi. 1992 yilinda, "New York’un En iyi Piyanist"i
(New York’s Greatest) secildi. Onaran, ayni1 zamanda il-
han Mimaroglu'nun baz1 piano parcalarini, Mimarog-
lu'nun talebi iizerine Istanbul ve Ankara’da verdigi resi-
tallerde yorumladi.

Yine klasik muzikte bir muzik elgisi gibi calisan diger bir
piyanistimiz ise Aysegtil Durakoglu. "New York gibi dtnya-
nin sanat ve muzik merkezinde, diinyanin doért bir yanin-
dan gelen muzisyenler arasinda klasik Bati miizigi yorumla-
yan bir piyanist olarak, meslegime geleneksel anlamda olan

and tolerance, notes that these are also the basic characte-
ristics of the Turkish society. When asked how he creates a
synthesis with music, he says: "the creation of the universe is
one and we are all part of that one. Wars and contradictions
are possibilities for us to do our best and find the right. I
watch the news on television, but I never criticize anyone.
However, I am affected by it into making better music." He
is renowned for his virtuosity on ney and Middle Eastern
musical instruments like darbuka, bandir, zurna, kaval, def,
ud and baglama. With the main messages of his music, "lo-
ve and unity," Tekbilek reaches his audience through his
music and philosophy.

In modern and electronic jazz, saxophone player, com-
poser and lyricist Ilhan Ersahin is described as the "most ad-
venturist and creative" musician of the past decade. While
the inspiration behind his music comes from American
Jazz, he is also a close follower of reggae, hip-hop, electro-
nic, pop and Middle Eastern folk music. Ersahin uses his sa-
xophone to do what Tekbilek does with his ney and other
assortment of Middle Eastern instruments. His aim is to
bring "peace and love" through his saxophone. Nublu Jazz
Club, located at East Village, Manhattan, is a club where yo-
ung and up and coming musicians get an opportunity to
perform. It was founded by Ersahin and is also a record pro-
ducer. Lublu is a place where music lovers from all around
the world can meet. Ersahin, with his group Wax poetic and
his jam sessions, is pushing the boundaries of jazz. These
jam sessions were released by Mublu in an album called
"Nublu Sessions — Wax Poetic." Ersahin is described as an
"artist that can realize his ideas and projects" and has rece-
ived rave reviews from music magazines.

In 1992, he was chosen "New
York’s greatest." He also interpreted Ilhan Mimaroglu’s so-
me compositions, as per Mimaroglu’s wishes, at concerts in
Istanbul and Ankara.

Another of our music ambassadors is pianist Aysegiil
Durakoglu. Durakoglu says: "The contribution of living in
New York, which is a global center of music and arts, and
practicing my piano among many others is not that im-
portant.

In Heart Surgery

One can come across many famous Turks in the Ameri-
can medicinal sector. The contribution of Turkish doctors
to medical science makes all proud. Dr. Mehmet Oz was
described as the "Best heart surgeon in New York" by the Es-
quire magazine. His use of western medicine with alternati-
ve treatments is being described as a major innovation in
the treatment of heart ailments. Oz, who performs around
400 heart operations a year, recently went on the Oprah
Show and showed what tension and stress could harm the
body and cause heart troubles and ulcers, using slights.
American and world media keeps a close watch on Oz’s
work. Oz, who has around 300 published articles, is also a
regular contributor to Newsweek, Time and Oprah’s maga-
zine "O." He also received many awards with the books he
wrote and is listed among "Tomorrows Leaders" by the
World Economic Forum.

Dr. Murat Tuzcu, who is among the leading heart experts
at the Cleveland Clinic, is on the list of top doctors in the
U.S. Tuzcu showed that "ApoA-1 Milano" medicine carried
the fat build-up that caused heart attacks to the liver, where
it was burnt, and would decrease the need for by-pass opera-
tions. The medicine that will be on the market in a few years
was discovered during a research on 90-100 people in a small
Italian village. Tuzcu and
his associates discovered
that the medicine destro-
yed the fat deposited on
the coronary veins that go
into the heart.

Dr. Tuzcu continues
his fight against fat depo-
sits in veins as the director
of the Damarici Ultraso-
und Laboratories, in the
Cleveland Clinic. He has
thousands of patients aro-
und the world. In additi-
on to spending much of
his time in medical rese-
arch, he also trains young
doctors. Creating oppor-
tunities for many cardi-
ologists who come from
Turkey and his educati-
onal tours of Turkey is
very important for him. Dr. Tuzcu, explaining his work,
says: "All these efforts for training is not aimed solely to te-
ach diagnosis and treatment, but also aims at developing a
research methodology and increasing Turkey’s contributi-
on medical research. My efforts are directed at training
medical Professional in addition to creating awareness
among the ordinary people for their hearts. In other
words, I am always trying to find new ways to pay back the
country that taught all I know."

The Pert in Liver Transplants

DR. Miinci Kalaycioglu, who saved the life of a seven-
teen year old American girl, Rebecca Dreeger, by transp-
lanting the liver of a pig, is among our world renowned
doctors. Kalaycioglu, who succeeded in keeping Rebecca
alive during her four days in coma, first injected the gene-
tic characteristics of humans into the pig’s liver. Kalayci-
oglu said that the transplant was a temporary measure un-
til a human liver was found, noting that the pig liver wo-
uld be replaced with a human one at the first opportunity.
Using animal organs as a temporary measure has been
one of the most intense areas in medical science. By
transplanting the pig liver temporarily, Kalaycioglu made
an important contribution to medical science. He anno-
unced this development by saying: "We were able to save
the life of a human being by using a pig’s liver, which is a
first in human history."

Another internationally renowned Turkish doctor is
Dr. Tamer Seckin, gynecology, who is known as an "ex-
pert surgeon." He performed the first ever "navel laser
surgery" that is used on women who cannot get pregnant
through normal means. The operation was carried out in
Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia on April 9, 2004. The surgery was
shown live in Malaysia, Singapore and Australia for other
doctors. Dr. Seckin describes his surgery as "very detailed
very much like silk weaving." He says the operation makes
possible for women to become pregnant and give birth,
while leaving no scars because no stitches are involved.
He carries out his medical researches in cooperation with
the Cornell University.

Gokhan Hotamishgil
Wages a Battle vs Obesity

While the problem of obesity, that is gradually beco-
ming a big problem in all developed countries, especi-
ally in the United States, continues to grow, Harvard
University Genetic and Complex Ailments Department
chief Professor of Genetics and Metabolism Gokhan
Hotamishgil, has discovered the key molecular mecha-

nisms that produce obesity, diabe-

= tes and atheroskleroxza. These sci-

entific discoveries were published
in the foremost scientific journals
like Nature and Science and were
reported by the BBC, Washington
Post and Newsweek. Hotamishgil
continues his scientific studies on
obesity and diabetes and ways to
treat these illnesses at the labora-
tory that carries his name at the
Harvard University. He has disco-
vered laboratory models through Genetic Engineering
that resist these diseases and is taking important steps
in producing drugs with the patents these studies have
produced at the biotechnology firm he founded in Bos-
ton. As a result of his studies that opened new possibili-
ties, he is described as one of the foremost researchers
of metabolically ailments and genetic mechanisms.

Two World Renowned Names in Economics:
Rodrik and Acemoglu

One academician and author that points to one sided be-
nefits of globalization is our world renowned Professor Dani
Rodrik, who is know for his studies on international econo-
mics and globalization. He asks the question, who benefits
from globalization. He says it’s about time we changed the ru-
les, noting that only those who have the capability of utilizing
global marketing and other tools benefit from this process.
Prof. Rodrik notes that as a result of the protests against World
Trade Organization (WTO) and the IMF, coupled with gro-
wing poverty, the content of the international trade talks have
changed.

Prof. Rodrik teaches International Economic Policies at
the Harvard University John F. Kennedy School of Public Ad-
ministration. His areas of interests are international economi-
es, economic development and economic policies. His book
published in 1997, "Has Globalization gone too far?," was
described by the Business Week as the most important book
on economics in the past decade.

37 year old Daron Acemoglu, who works at the Massachu-
setts Institute of Technology (MIT), was presented with the
John Bates Clark medal given by the American Economics As-
sociation, which is given every two years to the best economic
under the age of 40. In his "growth factor theory," which won
him the medal, he argues that a country’s economic fate is not
related to its geographical location,
but to its political and social instituti-
ons. He criticizes those who say the
process of transformation of the most
advanced societies of the 1500 A.D.,
Incas and Aztecs, to small and weak
countries of today was because of the-
ir location, arguing that if backwards
and poor countries created forces that
can protect them, economic progress
would follow.

The medal Acemoglu, who gradu-
ated from the Galatasaray High School and University of Eu-
rope in Britain, received is usually seen as a precursor for the
recipient to get a Nobel Prize.

He purchased
Arthur D. Little, which was close to bankruptcy, and chan-
ged its name to TIAX LLC in April, 2002. TIAX, which spe-

WE CAN INCREASE MARBLE EXPORTS Natural stone
imports of the US totaled to $2 billion 109 million in 2003,
while imports from Turkey amounted to $213
million 463 thousand. So, imports from Tur-
key account for 10.2 percent of total US im-
ports. We can increase our exports to Ameri-
ca. America is a potential importer and the si-
ze of the market constitutes an opportunity.

ECONOMIC RELATIONS ARE POSITI-
VE From the viewpoint of my sector, economic
relations with the US are positive. We want to
increase our exports to the US. However, some
serious difficulties are faced as well. In Ameri-
ca, every item exceeding the $115 million
threshold is subjected to tax exemption. Ho-
wever, that is the case only when that item is
not manufactured in America. If such difficul-
ties can be eliminated, I do not think that we
will face any economic problem.

THE TURQUALITY PROJECT As IMIB,
we are carrying out some activities. The most
important one is the Turquality project. That
project, uniting the concepts of "Turk" and
"Quality", was first used by the textile sector. Our aim is to
implement this concept for our natural stone. Additionally,
we started to work to establish a sectoral foreign trade com-
pany. The aim of that company is to get together represen-
tatives of our companies and project owners and architects,
in order to increase the share of our exports in the Ameri-
can market, which is currently at 10 percent.

We
opened our first store in 2000, in New York, which was follo-
wed by our stores in Dallas, Las Vegas, Chicago and New Jer-
sey. Currently, we have 15 retail stores in the US.

WE INVESTED OUR PROFITS IN NEW STORES We ha-
ve no production facilities in the US. We send our own brand
products from Turkey. We both deliver our own brand pro-
ducts to the big stores of the US and sell them fi-
nished products carrying their brands. Decoration
costs of our stores in the US are between $200000
and $350000. Decoration items are sent from Tur-
key. Expenditures of our company in the US for
the 15 stores totaled to about $7.5 million. We in-
vested our profits in new stores. We are pleased
both with our business activities in the US and with
their outcomes.

OUR BRAND HAS BEEN ACCEPTED
Thanks to our company in the US, new consumers
have begun to recognize our brand. We are perce-
ived as an Italian brand. The fabrics we sell in the
US are first class, world brand fabrics of Italy. Furt-
hermore, our prices are about one third of US pri-
ces. Both the brand "Sarar” and our quality have
been accepted by US consumers. Monthly turno-
vers of our stores covering an area of about 250
square meters are between $180000 and $250000.

OUR TARGET IS TO INCREASE OUR MAR-
KET SHARE In the future, we want to open new
stores in the US and increase our market share. We know this
business well. We are a European brand. Sarar’s models and
patterns are designed by Italian, French and German people.
Additionally, we employ Turks and Americans as well.

THE BRANDS SHOULD BE PROMOTED Textile pro-
ducers that are going to invest in the US have to have collect
information about shopping areas. They have to open well-lo-
cated stores. Brand creation and good representation of the
brand are among preconditions. Additionally, the brands ha-
ve to be advertised in US magazines.

THE MARKET HAS A FUTURE In the US, the market
prospects are very promising for Turkish textile producers.
However, our producers have to act cleverly, open nice stores
and avoid blind investment. Our stores in the US have special
designs. With respect to our stores, we are as careful in the US
as we are in Turkey or Europe.

ABD-Turk ortakhigi, her iki tilke yéonetimlerinin streklili-
giyle birlikte ytikselmektedir, zira bunlar paylasilan degerler
ve ¢ikarlar temelinde olusmaktadir.

For decades the United States and Turkey have managed
a strategic partnership that has been hugely beneficial to
both countries. This partnership has encompassed trade, de-
fense, economic and financial cooperation and institutional
ties both bilateral and multilateral.

The U.S.-Turkish partnership has flourished under a suc-
cession of administrations in both countries because it is ba-
sed on important shared values and interests. De-
mocracy, secularism and free markets are among
the shared values while security, development, pros-
perity and regional leadership are among the sha-
red interests.

Recently there have been several issues between
the Turkish and American governments, amplified
in the Turkish and American press, that have been
contentious or controversial. No one should exag-
gerate the importance or durability of some few
differences that have emerged in the continuing,
close relationship between the U.S. and Turkey.
Differences are normal in the relationship between two fri-
ends and allies. They are often fleeting. And they are dwar-
fed by the many issues on which we see eye-to-eye and act in
concert. Eventually, the relationship reasserts its overwhel-
mingly positive side on the bedrock of a lasting partnership.
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
